RULES

There are several classroom rules that are expected to be followed at all times:

PASSES

ATTENDANCE & INDIVIDUAL WORK

Most of the work assigned and completed in Technology Education is group work. However, when individual work is assigned, I expect to be as such. Tests and quizzes will be given on an individual basis only.

Because there is not a lot of out of class work, it is essential that you attend class. Activities will involve the use of lab equipment and supplies, which cannot be taken home. MCPS attendance policy will be enforced. To review, three unexcused tardies equals one unexcused absence; five unexcused absences result in a loss or credit for the course.

If you are absent, ask another student what work you missed and check the board. If you have any additional questions, fee free to ask me during group work time. I will not take away instruction time from your classmates.

AVAILABILITY
If you need help during the year, I am available during lunch, before school at 7:00, and after school on Wednesdays and Thursdays until 4:00. If you are not available during these times, please discuss with me an appointment time for additional help. Please don’t hesitate to come to me for help. I am here to help you succeed.

GRADING
I will set and communicate due dates and deadlines. Due date is the date students are expected to submit an assignment. Deadline is the last date a teacher will accept an assignment. Reasons for setting a deadline may include the following:

· Graded papers will be returned on that date and may give an unfair advantage to students submitting work after that date.

· Students need teacher feedback.

· Teachers need to complete grades for progress reports or report cards.

In some circumstances, the due date and deadline may be the same. If an assignment is late (not handed in by the due date), the assignment grade will be dropped no more than the equivalent of one letter grade.

Students with documented accommodations will be granted extended time based on the individual IEP or 504 plans.
