What happened to the dinosaurs?
Scientists are not sure why the dinosaurs disappeared. Some scientists thinks that the climate changed suddenly. Fossils of trees tell us that the temperature dropped a lot and that the level of the sea dropped also. This means that it was suddenly much colder. Perhaps the dinosaurs were too slow to change with the climate. A new idea is that a meteor crashed into the Earth. Scientists discovered a place in Mexico where they think the meteor crashed. They think that there was a lot of dust from the meteor. The dust landed on the plants. many animals-including some dinosaurs-were plant-eaters, and perhaps the dust killed them. This means that there was nothing for meating-eating dinosaurs to eat, and so they died. But, as many animals from that time didn't die, we are not 100% sure what really happened.
Some types of dinosaurs lived in small groups. We know this because many dinosaur bones are in the same place. Scientist say that the last type of dinosaur disappeared about 65 million years ago while man appeared on Earth only about 650,000 years ago. The weather at the time of the dinosaurs was very hot.
There were no any mammals on Earth at the time of the dinosaurs. They were reptiles. They laid eggs and they had cold blood. They all lived on land but sometimes they went into the water for a short time. Some dinosaurs were very fast, however, some were very small and moved very quickly. The biggest dinosaur was probably the Seismosaurus. It was over 35 meters long. It was heavier than nine African elephants. Most of the dinosaurs were plant-eaters. The Apatosaurus, for example, had long, thin neck so that it could eat leaves from trees. Other dinosaurs were meat-eater. The Tyrannosaurus Rex, for example, killed smaller dinosaurs for food.
