NATURAL DISASTERS
Disaster in Netherlands
The Netherlands is very flat and part of the country is below the level of the sea. The people there have to make sure that the walls by the sea -the dykes- are very strong. Usually, there is no problem, but in January 1995, it rained and rained for more than two weeks. The water in the canals and rivers rose higher and higher, and thousands of people had to leave their homes because of the danger of floods. They went to other towns and waited until the water level fell again.
Disaster in California
Hurricanes are very strong winds that come from the sea. warm wet air rises in a spiral and goes faster and faster-over 160 kilometers  an hour. In 1992, `Hurricane Andrew` hit Florida. The people there had to leave towns and wait. When the hurricanes arrived, it killed 15 people and destroyed thousands and thousands of buildings. More than 50,000 people had nowhere to live.
Disaster in Africa
Sometimes in desert climate, it does not rain for a very long time. This happened between 1968 and 1974 in The Sahel, in West Africa. The winds changed direction and the area did not receive any rain for six years. Hundreds of the animals in the area died because there was not enough water. People had to walk kilometers to find water.
