HIS LIFE

-Born March 26, 1874 in San Francisco. His family moved back New England the original family home after the death of his father.

Attended Dartmouth and Harvard College but did not earn a degree.

Early 1890’s he worked in New England as a farmer, an editor, and a schoolteacher, absorbing the materials that were to form the themes of many his famous poems.

-1942 moved briefly to England, where his poetry well received and he met poets William Butler Yeast and Ezra Pound

-1913 first volume poetry: A boy’s will

-1962 Final collections: In The Clearing

-Frost ‘s poetry is identified with New England, Vermont and New Hampshire.

-Frost found inspiration for many his finest poems in the region’s landscapes, folkways, and speech
