Acute and chronic pancreatitis, Liver diseases

1. Acute pancreatitis

2. Chronic pancreatitis

3. Gall stones

4. Cirhosis

1. Acute pancreatitis

Inflamation of both, exocrine and endocrine tissue of pancreas

Ethiology: biliary tract disease and alcohol (80%9, hyperlipidemia, drugs, trauma,...

Pathology: Irreverzible damage, necrosis and hemorhage, proteolysis

cysts and absceses

multiorgan failure,shock

Symptoms: abdominal pain eradiate through to the back, sweting, may be jaundice, ileus, vomiting

Laboratory dg. - serum lipase and amylase in the first days



later secundar diabetes



Ultrasonography, cholangiography, CTscan


ERCP - endoscopic retrograde cholangiopancreatography

Prognosis:

High mortality - 30 - 50%

Therapy: Fasting, nasogastric fluid

some cases - intensive care,large monitoring, parenteral nutrition, extracorporal elimination methods - hemodialisis, hemofiltration

surgical treatement of abseceses and cysts

2. Chronic pancreatitis

Mostly due to alcoholism, biliary ethiology or carcinoma are rare

Identical symptoms like acute case, very often without pain, progressive destruction of tissue

Structural abnormalities on CT, lowering of exocrine and endocrine functions

Can relapse to acute form

There is no satisfactory treatement.

Alcohol eschew, H2 blockers, pancreatic enzymes substitution, insulin substitution - if needed

3. Gall stones ( Medicin boken)

high prevalence

-cholesterol,lecithin, phospholipids

sund or stones, inflamation

- jaundice, pain, vomiting, diarhoe - white stools,

-sonography

surgical treatement

4. Cirhossiss (medicin boken)

- alcohol

- steatosis, cirhosis

- possible biliar ethiology

- enlarging of liver, " stone " liver, portal hypertension, coagulation dysbalance

- varices oesophagi, Caput medusae

- treatement: alcohol ex



Essentiale, Flavobion, coagulation balance

- liver transplantation
