Lesson 4

Stroke

Stroke is one of the most offen diseases in the care of the neurology.

It is characterized by the symptoms of neurologic dysfunction caused by the circulational problems in the brain.

Pathofysiology:

1. Cerebral thrombosis

2. Cerebral bleeding

3. Extracranial stenosis of arteria

4. Infarct after stenoosis with hypotension

5. Microembolia TIA - transient ischemic attack

Typical is attack of the hemiparesis or hemiplegia, very often in the quiet or even during the sleeping. Afazia (speaking problems characterize or by imposibility to articulate or on the other hand by the speaking without any sense - "salad". The eyes can look the attackt hemisphere - deviation conjugee.

If tehre is the focus in the area of the pons, the paresa is more complex, mostly with the contra-paresis of the cranial nerves.

In the worthes cases there is tthe unconsciousnesness and hypertension. Mostly, there is no headache.

Typical  acompanying coronary or periferal aterosclerosis.

Dg: Typical symptoms, CT can show the malatic area cca after 2 days

Therapy: Pentoxyphyllin  (Trental, Vasonit, Pentomer, ....)- massiv therapy
