Bradley Handicap Golf League
April 11, 2006 (*Rev 1)
League consists of two (2) ten (10) week tournaments weather permitting.  Play will be at Airways Golf Course, Suffield, CT., beginning April 19, 2006.
League officers will consist of: President, Score Keeper, and Treasurer.  Treasurer will be responsible for maintaining the league checking account (to be established). An end year report will be completed by the treasurer and verified by the president and score keeper.  Elections of officers for the next season will take place at the league banquet held at the end of the season.  

Initially, players may use established USGA handicaps (divided by two (2) to adjust for nine (9) holes) for their handicaps or turn in three (3) witnessed scores to establish a league handicap.  Once handicaps are established, handicaps will be recalculated weekly (up to the nine most recent scores).  League handicaps will be calculated by adding all scores (up to the most recent 9), dividing by number of scores, and multiplying by 96%, and then taking the difference between that and course par.  Your highest score will be eliminated when calculating league handicaps after the first nine scores are reached.

League play will consist of nine (9) holes and should be played on Wednesdays.    Play can occur at any time during the day and be witnessed by another member of the league.  Airways will have reserved tee times starting at 3:00 PM each Wednesday.  To reserve a time, please call Airways in the morning and announce that you are with the Bradley league and will be playing at 3:00.  This will keep Airways from unnecessarily holding tee times with no players. Effective this season, in the event you can not play on Wednesday, you may play on a different day of the week, and turn in your score card at the sign in desk.  Your score still needs to be witnessed by another league member. No fare playing more than once during the week and turning in the best score.  The league does encourage you to try to play on Wednesday  

In the event any member is absent, their net score will be recorded as course par plus the individual’s handicap plus two (2). 

League Rules:

· Roolovers (rolling ball over one turn from where it lies), in effect anywhere if more than 150 yards from front of green, or if inside 150 yards - only in the fairway.

· Record no more than four over par ( 6 on par 3’s)(8 on par 4’s) etc.

· *For speed of play, hit a provisional shot if you think you went out of play or the ball may be lost.  The penalty is stroke and distance (next shot-three off the tee).  If no provisional was played and upon arriving at its location and finding the ball out of bounds or lost, play the next shot closed to where ball went out of play or was lost and take two (2) shot penalty (hitting 4).

· Unplayable lie: when a ball lies in a place where the ball can not be fairly struck with a golf club, place the ball in an area where it can be struck, no closer to the hole and add a one (1) stroke penalty.

· Ball lying near a tree root or small rock can be moved no closer to the hole without penalty so as to not damage the golf club.

-    Gimme’s are allowed within one (1) foot of the hole and are always at the discretion of the opponent. (This rule is not mandatory) 
· Men play white tees, women play red tees.

· Unless specified, USGA rules are in effect.

· Five- (5) minute rule in effect when searching for lost balls.

· Score cards must have at lease first initial and last names of players and signed when turned in. 

League dues will be $40.00 ($80.00 per season) per player per tournament (2 Tournaments per season).  Dues will be used as follows:


$20.00 ($40.00/season) – Season ending banquet: Example: 24 players 

would create a fund of $960.00 for banquet and prizes. (Anyone signing up for less then two (2) tournaments and wish to attend banquet, will be assessed the difference of the $40.00 per player).

  - Players winning tournament: (2 tournaments per season)
Awards:  1st: 50% of purse, 2nd: 30% ,3rd: 20%. (Example: Based on 24 players: 1st - $120, 2nd – $72, 3rd -$48)

   - Ace pool:  Entire pool awarded to first “hole in one”,       then pool starts again.  All moneys left in pool at the end of the season will be given away in the free drawings.

· Most improved

· Most scores under handicap
