Who is ALLAH?

Might and Majesty belong to Him
“ Allah (MMBH) “ is the proper name applied to the True God, who exists alone, and includes all his excellent divine names and prefect Attributes. Allah (MMBH) is one and unique. He has no son, partner or equal. He is the sole creator and sustainer of the universe.  Every creature bears witness to His Oneness, divinity and Lordship ( Rububiyah ) as well as to the uniqueness of his Attributes and names. His Essence does not resemble any other essences. There is none like unto Him. He is the One, the sole, and the indivisible. He is the lord without Whom no affairs are accomplished, and to Whom Lordship ultimately belongs. He neither begets nor is begotten. He is not inherent in anything inherent in Him. All creatures stand in need of Him, yet he stands in need of none.

“ Allah (MMBH) “ is The omnipotent and the omniscient, the One Whose knowledge comprehend in the most prefect manner, all things, hidden or manifest. But he is far greater than what can be encompassed by the knowledge of his creatures. 

“ Allah (MMBH) “ The supreme, is the lord of everything, who has a free hand in the disposal of affairs. He is Merciful; one whose mercy is boundless and encompasses everything. He is far removed from injustice and tyranny. His justice ensures order in the universe where nothing is out of order. There is no one to share His dominion, nor does he take a helper or supporter from his creatures. He is the lord of the worlds. He is above the seven heavens, above his throne in the manner that’s suits his grandeur and Majesty.

What is Islam?

Islam is the last of all the divine faith. Its name was instituted by the Quraan(the book of Allah) during the farewell Pilgrimage:

         “ today I have completed your religion for you, and I have perfected My favor upon you, and I have accepted Islam as a religion for you. “ ( 5:3) 

Islam is the last of the universal faiths. Today it numbers over 1.25 billion followers. Every country in the world has at least a small Muslim minority. Islam has shown itself to be not only the most widespread faith in the world, but also the most dynamic one, attracting converts at a faster rate than at any time in the last few centuries. 

The Arabic term { Islam } meaning “ submission,” points to a fundamental religious tenet that Muslim submits to the will of Allah (MMBH) by conforming inwardly and outwardly to his law. Islam is not a “religion” in the narrow sense used by secular humanist, in the west, but it is the universal and eternal religion made known through Prophets to every nation or people since the human race first began. This religion of Islam lays great emphasis on uncompromising monotheism and strict adherence to its creed and its method of worship. It enjoins submission to the will of Allah (MMBH) and urges every person to follow as closely as possible the exemplary way of the life of Muhammad peace upon him the last of the prophets and messengers .

Allah (MMBH) created the universe and what is in it so that he would be recognize as the one and only god. He created men and jinn only to celebrate His praise, and worship him. Allah (MMBH) says :

“ I have created jinn and men only to worship me “ (51:56)

The method and form of worship are not left to man’s whim or discretion. Allah (MMBH) is the one who ordains and decrees all acts of worship and how they must be performed. Since Islam deals with every aspect of life, spiritual and physical, it’s jurisprudence is based on creed, instruction, and political transactions. 

Because Islam is a perfect way of life, it enjoins the maintenance of a refined standard of character. Allah’s Messenger (PUH) said:

   “ Verily, I have been sent to perfect the refined behavior. “

Allah (MMBH) praised the model behavior of his Messenger (PUH) by saying:

“and you surely exhibit an exalted standard of character.”(68:4)

Aishah The wife of Allah’s Messenger Muhammad (PUH) was asked about his behavior. She said:

              “ His standard of behavior was the Quraan “

Aishah meant that the prophet (PUH) adhered strictly to the Quraan, to its rules of discipline, commands, and prohibitions and to al its excellent, beautiful, and gracious teachings. For this reason, Allah (MMBH) commands the believers to follow the exemplary life of his messenger:

         “You have indeed in the Messenger of Allah (MMBH) an excellent model …. “ (33:21)

Islam enjoins good characters expressed in good manners for every occasion e.g., n greeting, sitting, easting, learning, teaching, sporting, traveling, dressing, eating, sleeping, treating people, particularly relatives and neighbors with kindness, etc. codes for all such aspects of refined behavior are found in both the Quraan and the traditions of Allah’s Messengers .

The family enjoys a high status in Islam. It is the core of the society. Because a healthy family means a healthy society, hence Allah (MMBH) commands that parents be treated with gentleness and submissiveness saying:

  “And your lord has commanded that you worship none but Him, and treat your parents with kindness. If one or both of them attain old age in your care, never say to them a word (suggesting) disgust, nor reproach them, but address them with  reverent speech. And humble yourself out of mercy before them and pray:

“my lord be merciful to them for having fostered me in my childhood.” (17:23,24)

Next to the immediate family come kinfolk. Allah’s Messengers (PUH) said that Allah (MMBH) has promised to kind to the person who treat his kin with kindness, and to bar from His Mercy the person who servers relations with his relatives. 

Who is Muhammad

Peace Upon Him?
      “ We have sent you (O Muhammad ) only as a mercy for all the worlds.” (21:107)

Muhammad (PUH) is the last of Allah’s Messengers and prophets. His name is Muhammad, son of Abdullah. He was born in Makkah in 570 A.D. the prophet Muhammad(PUH) was, in his youth, a combination of the best social qualities. He was an exemplary man of weighty mind and faultless insight. He was favored with intelligence, originality of thought and accurate choice of the means to accurate goals. His long silence helped favorably in his habit of meditation pure nature were instrumental in assimilating and comprehending ways of life as well as individuals, groups and communities. He shunned superstitious practices but took an active part in useful and constructive activities. In the case of the useless and destructive dealings, he would have recourse to his self-adopted solitude. He refrained from drinking wine, eating meat slaughtered on stone altars or attending idolatrous festivals.

He proved himself to be the ideal of manhood, in possession of a spotless character. He was the most obliging to his temper. He was the most gentle-hearted, chaste, and hospitable, and always impressed people by his piety-inspiring countenance. He was the most truthful and the best in keeping agreements. Due to fine reputation he enjoyed among his people, they nicknamed him “ the Trustworthy.” 

This impression on people can be deduced by the bliss that overwhelmed their hearts and filled them with dignity. Men’s respect, awe and appreciation of Allah’s Messenger (PUH) were unique and matchless. No other man in the whole world has been so honored and beloved. Those who knew him well were fascinated and enchanted by him. They were ready to sacrifice their lives for the sake of saving a nail of his from hurt or injury. He had been favored with many aspects of perfection no one else had been granted, so his companions found him peerless and loved him.

When he was commissioned as a prophet at the age of forty, Allah (MMBH) revealed the first Quraanic verses to him through the angel Gabriel. He asked the Prophet (PUH) to preach the Oneness of Allah (MMBH) and warn people against polytheism. 

The Makkan polytheists opposed him and persecuted his followers severely, but that did not shake his faith nor cause his steadfastness to waiver. Nor did it stop more people from responding to his preaching. Finally, when the majority of the people of Al-Madinah embraced Islam, the Makkan Muslim took trip to Al-Madinah. Later on, Allah’s (MMBH) Messenger (PUH) himself migrated to Al-Madinah to establish the Islamic state there. A few years later, the polytheists of Makkah and their Allies succumbed to the growing power of the Muslims, and Makka was conquered without violence. Some thirty years after death of prophet Muhammad (PUH) Islam spread throughout the world, displacing the greatest tow empires at the time, the Persian and The Roman.

Many western scholars and famous personalities have admitted that no fault or flaws are to be found in the character and behavior of the prophet (PUH) some of their observations are remarkable George Bernard Shaw wrote :

“ I believe that if a man like him were to assume the dictatorship of the modern world, he would succeed in solving the problems in a way that would bring the much needed peace and happiness. Europe is beginning to be enamoured of the creed of Muhammad. In the next century it may go further in recognizing the utility of that creed in solving its problems.”

( A collection of writing of some of the Eminent scholars, 1935)    

Lamartine Praised the prophet (PUH) writing:

“ if greatness of purpose, smallness of means and astounding results are the three criteria of human genius, who could claim to compare any great man in modern history with Muhammad? “

( Histoire de la Turquie, 1855 )

The Hindu leader Mahatma Gandhi wrote about the prophet (PUH) :

   “ I became more than ever convinced that it was not the sword that won a place for Islam in those days. It was the rigid simplicity, the utter self-effacement of the Prophet, the scrupulous regard for pledges his intense devotion to his friends and followers and his intrepidity, his fearlessness, his absolute trust in God and in his own mission. These and not the sword carried everything before them and surmounted every obstacle “

What is Quraan?

Quraan it is the Speech of Allah (MMBH) and his final revelation to all of mankind, conveyed through the Angel Gabriel, in Arabic, to the prophet Muhammad (PUH), revealed over a period of 23 years. The Quraan was relayed by the prophet to his companions, which they recorded and memorized verbatim. It has been preserved without change and has been continually memorized in the language it was revealed in and recited word for word, letter for letter, up until the present day. The Quraan is a living miracle in the Arabic language; and is know for inimitable style, form and powerful spiritual impact. It is interesting to note that the Arabs at the time of prophet Muhammad (PUH) were the best in the Arabic language and poetry, and they could not produce one verse like a verse of the Quraan!

There is only one Quraan. The translations that one may find in various languages are mere translations of the meanings of the Quraan but it’s original text remains unchanged or altered, in the Arabic language.

Is God that Muslims worship 

different from the God of the Christians ?
No. Muslims do not worship a different God. Allah (MMBH) is the simply proper name if God meaning “ The one True God “ in Arabic language, having neither plural nor gender. Muslims believe in one, Unique Perfect, Incomparable God, who has no son or partner, and that none has God worshipped but him Alone. So in essence, Allah (MMBH) is the same God worshipped by Muslims, Christians and Jews, the Lord of Moses, Jesus, Muhammad and All the prophets and Messengers peace be upon all of them .

Why did Allah (MMBH) Create us?

Allah Might and Majesty Belong to Him Created man, women and Jinn for his worship and obedience. 

Allah Might and Majesty Belong to Him said:

   “ and I did not create Jinn and mankind except for my worship.” (51:56)

What is The difference Between

Islam and Christianity?
Allah (MMBH) sent all of his prophet and messengers with the same Message “ worship God alone and avoid all false deities “ (16:36), He is one and incomparable, without son or parents. Adam was sent with this message, and as time went on, the message was changed and distorted by man. Then came Noah (PUH) with the same message, and later on people changed it. Similarly with every prophet and messengers, they came with this pristine message, which as we mentioned before is in essence Islam, and after that prophet would pass on, the people who came after him would stray away from the guidance that he left behind and take others as partners with God in their worship.

Jesus, The Son of Mary (peace upon them ), came to the Children of Israel with the exact same message that those before him did. As time went on though, people fell into various beliefs regarding Jesus (PUH), some claiming that he is son of God, others claiming that he is part of trinity, and still others saying that Jesus is himself God in flesh. Muslims totally reject these ideas, affirming that the Creator is perfect in every way, totally incomparable to his creation. He has no parents and on offspring, He alone is the creator of the Heaven, Earth and everything in between them, and when he wants to create something, he need only say “Be”, and it will be. He said in the Holy Quraan:

“Verily the likeness of Jesus before God is like the likeness of Adam. He created him from dust and then said to him “Be!” and he was. (This is) the truth from your Lord, so be not of those who doubt.”(3:59-60)

and God says about Himself:

“ say (to them O Muhammad): He is Allah, the one, Allah the self-sufficient Master whom all creatures are in need of. He beget not nor is he begotten, and there is none comparable to him.” (112)

Jesus and Marry peace upon them

In Islam
The Holy Quraan, the Final testament which Allah (MMBH) Almighty revealed Muhammad (PUH) as guidance for all mankind, speaks highly not only of Mary, but also of Jesus her son peace upon them. According to the Holy Quraan, Jesus (PUH) is a prophet as are Noah, Abraham, and Moses peace upon them. As far as Mary (PUH) is concerned, the Holy Quraan has hailed her as model for the women of the entire world. The following discussion, based on the Holy Quraan will further explain this fact.

In the Quraan, Mary (PUH) has been mentioned several times, especially in the chapters called “Al Imran” and “Mariam” the Arabic name for Mary (PUH).

When Mary (PUH) was born , her mother prayed that her daughter should be given the protection of God, so she would lead a good life. Allah almighty heard her plea and accepted Mary (PUH) into his protection, under the care of Zackriya (PUH), the father of John “the Baptist”. Allah (MMBH) Says in the Holy Quraan:

   “behold! A women of Imran said: “o my Lord! I do dedicate unto thee what in my womb for Thy special service: So accept this of me: for Thou hearest and knowest all things. When she delivered, she said: “O my lord! Behold! I am Delivered of a female child!” – and Allah knew best what she brought forth. And nowise is the male like the female. I have name her Mary, and I commend her and her offspring to thy protection from the Evil one (Satan) the Rejected.”

(3:35-36)

When Zakariya (PUH) visited Mary in her sanctuary, he found her provided with food and upon questioning her, she would replay: He said:

“O Mary! Whence (comes) this to you?” she said: “From Allah: for Allah provides sustenance to whom He pleases without measure.”(3:37)

“Behold! The angels said: O Mary! Allah chosen thee and purified thee; chosen thee above the women of all nations. O Mary! Worship thy Lord devoutly; prostrate thyself and bow down (in prayer) with those who bow down.” (3:42)

The Holy Quraan further states that it is an awesome statement to accuse Mary (PUH) unchastity, as did the Jews:

“That they rejected faith; that they uttered against Mary (PUH) a grave false charge”(4:156)

The Quraan also gives an account of the birth of Jesus by Mary (PUT).

Just prior to Jesus’ birth, Mary retired to an eastern place where she prayed. It was in this state that the Angel appeared to her in the shape of a man. As she thought the Angel was a man she was frightened and asked him not to invade her privacy. Allah (MMBH) says in Quraan:

“ relate in the book (the story of) Mary, when she withdrew from her family to a place in the east. She placed a screen (to screen herself) from them: then we sent to her our Angel, and he appeared before her as a man in all respects. She said: “I seek refuge from thee to (Allah) Most Gracious: (come not near) if thou dost fear Allah. He said: “I am only a Messenger from Thy Lord, (to announce) to thee the gift of a holy son. She said how shall I have a son, seeing that no man has touched me, and I am not unchaste.” (19:16:20)

Mary was naturally confused by this as she proclaimed that she had not been touched by any man, to which the Angel the replied:

He said: “ So (it will be): thy lord saith: “That is easy for me: and (we wish) to appoint him as a sign unto men and a mercy from us: it is a matter (so) decreed. So she conceived him and she retired with him to a remote place.” (19”21:2)

Mary being human,  suffered the effects of childbirth as any expectant mother would during these times. Allah (MMBH) says in Quraan:

“ And the pains of childbirth drove her to the trunk of a palm-tree: she cried (in her anguish): “Ah! Would that I had dead before this! Would that I had been a thing forgotten and out of sight!” But (a voice) cried to her from beneath the (palm-tree): “Grieve not for thy Lord hath provided a rivulet beneath thee; “ and shake toward thyself the trunk of the palm tree: it will let fall fresh ripe dates upon thee. “so eat and drink and cool (thine) eye. And if thou dost see any man say: I have vowed a fast to Allah Most Gracious and this day will I enter into talk with human being.”(19:23-26)

When Mary (PUH) showed the baby to her people, they said that this was truly an amazing thing that had happened. The newly born baby (Jesus(PUH)) replied to the people as shown in the following Verses:

At length she brought the (babe) to her people, carrying him (in her arms). They said: O Mary! Truly an amazing thing has thou brought! “O Sister of Aaron! Thy father was not a man of evil nor thy mother a woman unchaste! But she pointed to the babe. They said: “how can we talk to one who is child in the cradle?” He said: “I am indeed a servant of Allah: He hath given me revelation and made me a prophet: and hath made me blessed wheresoever I be, and hath enjoined on me prayer and charity as long as I live.” (He) hath made me kind to my mother, and not overbearing or miserable. So peace is on me the day I was born, the day that I die, and the day that I shall be raised up to life (again).” (19:27-33)

Even though Mary (PUH) is the mother of Jesus and occupies a highest position among the women, neither Mary nor Jesus has any divine attributes in them. The Holy Quraan makes this clear in the following verses:

They do blaspheme who say: “Allah is Christ the son of Mary. “But said Christ: “O children of Israel! Worship Allah my lord and your lord. “whoever joins other Gods with Allah, Allah will forbid him the garden and the fire will be his abode. There will be for the wrongdoers no one to help. They do blaspheme who say: Allah is one of therein a Trinity: for there is on god except one god (Allah). If they desist not from their word (of blasphemy) verily a grievous penalty will befall the blasphemers among them. Why turn they not to Allah and seek His forgiveness? For Allah is Oft-forgiving Most merciful. Christ the son of Mary was no more than an apostle; many were the apostles that passed away before him. His mother was a woman of truth. They had both to eat their (daily) food. See how Allah (MMBH) doth make his signs clear to them; yet see in what ways they are deluded away from the truth! Say: will ye worship besides Allah something which hath no power either to harm or benefit you? But Allah, he it is that heareth and knoweth all things.” Say: “O people of the book! Exceed not in your religion the bounds (of what is proper) trespassing beyond the truth nor follow the vain desires of people who went wrong in times gone by who misled many and strayed (themselves) from the even way.”(5:72-77)

Jesus (PUH) was born miraculously through the same power which had brought, Adam (PUH) into being who had no father and mother:

“Truly, the likeness of Jesus with God is as the likeness of Adam. He (God) created him of dust, and then said to him,

“be!” and he was” (3:59)

“say: he is Allah the One and only; Allah the Eternal absolute; He begotten; and there is none like unto Him”(112)

Biblical Prophecy on the Advent of

Muhammad (PUH)
John 14: 15-16---

          “If you love me, keep my commandments. And I will pray the father and He shall give you another Comforter that he many abide with you forever.”

John 15:26-27---

          “ but when the comforter is come, whom I will send unto you from the Father, even the spirit of truth, which proceedeth from the father, he shall testify of me: and ye also shall bear witness, because ye have been with me from the beginning.”

John 16:5-8---

        “But now I go my way to him that sent me and none of you asked me, “whither goest thou?” But because I have said there things unto you, sorrow hath filled your heart. Nevertheless I tell you the truth; for if I go not away, the comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you. And when he is righteousness and judgment.”

John 16:12-14---

        “ I have yet many things to say unto you, but you cannot bear them now. How be it when he, the spirit of truth, is came, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak; and he will shew you things to come. He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and he shall shew it unto you.”

John 16:16---

       “ A little while and ye shall not see me: and again a little while, ye shall see me, because I got to the Father.”

[Muslim theologians have stated that the person who is described by Jesus to come after him – in the above verses – does not comply with any other person but Muhammad (PUH) the messenger of Allah (MMBH). The ‘person’ whom Jesus prophesied will come after him is called in the bible ‘Parqaleeta.’ this word was deleted by later interpreters and translators and changed at times to ‘Spirit of Truth’, and at other times, to ‘comforter’ and sometimes to ‘Holy Spirit’.

The original word is Greek and its meaning is ‘one whom people praise exceedingly.’ The sense of the word is applicable to the word ‘Muhammad’ (in Arabic).]

What is Islam Pillars?

Prophet Muhammad peace upon him said:

“Islam built upon five: that testification that nothing deserves to be worshipped except Allah Alone, and that Muhammad is the messenger of Allah, to establish the prayer, to pay the poor-due (zakaah), to make the pilgrimage (Hajj) to the House (Kabaa-in Makka), and to fast the month of Ramadan.”

[collected by Albokharee And Muslim]

and the Five Pillars are:- 

1. The witness of faith ( shahadah )

2. Prayers ( salat )

3. The poor due or obligatory Charity ( zakat )

4. Fasting ( Saum )

5. The Pilgrimage ( Hajj )

The Articles of Faith

There is six articles of Faith:

1. Belief in Allah Might and Majesty Belong to Him.

2. Belief in His Angels.

3. Belief in His Books.

4. Belief in His Messengers Peace upon him.

5. Belief in the Last day.
6. Belief in the Divine Preordainment and Divine Decrees (Qadaa and Qadar)

Does Islam promote or encourage acts of Terrorism?

Absolutely not!  Unfortunately, the image of Islam has been tarnished and distorted due to the acts of some who do not practice Islam in the correct way. The killing of innocent people, whether Muslim or non-Muslim, is prohibited in Islam. For example, Prophet Muhammad said: "Whoever kills one who is under a treaty or agreement of protection [with the Muslims] will not smell the fragrance of Paradise, even though it's fragrance can be smelled from the distance of forty years." [Collected by Ahmad, al-Bukhaaree, and others]  

So these acts of terror and mayhem are clearly forbidden and not from Islam. Rather, these acts are perpetrated by those who are ignorant of Islam and do not follow the correct practice and understanding of the religion, the way of Prophet Muhammad and his Companions.  This destructive ideology of terror, followed by the likes of Usaamah bin Ladin and his supporters, is similar to the ideology of the Khawaarij, a deviant sect which has continued to shed the blood of innocent Muslims for centuries. Just as Prophet Muhammad (peace be upon him) warned against the Khawaarij, it is upon the Muslims today to warn against those who follow their way.

What should I do if I want to become a Muslim?

if you believe in the Oneness of God, that He is alone without any partner, far and removed from having a son or being part of a trinity, totally incomparable to His creation and He alone is deserving of all worship; and you believe that Muhammad is His final Messenger, and you believe in all of  those great Prophets and Messengers before him, then you simply repeat the following:

Ash-hadu an laa ilaa-ha il-la llaah, wa ash-hadu anna Muhammadan rasoo-lu-llaah 

(I bear witness that there is nothing deserving of worship except God, and I bear witness that Muhammad is the Messenger of God).  

That's it!
