REVIEW ON THE PROCESS OF USING IT IN EDUCATION

1. Possible changes about teacher’s personal teaching philosophy or possible changes towards the subject due to application of IT

· Lessons could be presented in a more interesting and interactive way.  Teacher could demonstrate the work with some animated cartoons, diagrams, tables, charts, video, etc.
· Besides learning in the classroom with just chalk and talk, students could also learn by surfing on the net with no time-constraint and place constriant.  Teacher could assign some exercises to them and ask them to find the answers in the web.  

· Teacher could keep track on students’ progress through the web (distance learning)   Even in long holidays, teacher could keep contact with them -  assign work, mark their work, return their work with comments.  
· Also, students could reinforce their learning by practicing the exercises in the web or CD Rom.

2 Paradigm shift and evaluation of effectiveness of IT in teaching and learning
(a) Paradigm Shift

With the emerging of IT in education, the role of teacher will be shifted.  As more and more information could be found in the net, he/she will shift to a facilitator, a motivator rather than a lecturer inside a classroom.
(b) Effectiveness
