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Cooking Club: Cooking Club is a great way to learn from each other the secrets of cooking, entertaining, and building lasting friendships.  Whether you like to cook or not, all are welcome.  Each group meets on the first Thursday of each month and we rotate houses.  Currently each team is grouped by neighborhoods.  Please feel free to join at any time.

Discussion Group:  This group meets regularly to discuss a topic or topics relating to being a mom, children, or other topic of interest to the group.  Please contact the discussion group coordinator for more information.

Events/Calendar:  Use the events/calendar to schedule fun outings for you and your child(ren).  You are asked to “host” an outing every couple of months.  This could be the zoo, a restaurant play area, or the mall for example.  Contact the events/calendar coordinator at least 1 month in advance to get this on the calendar and include any alternate dates.   Also, if there is inclement weather, check your email 1-2 hours prior to the event for cancellations or rescheduling.  If you are hosting, it is your responsibility to communicate these types of changes.

Guest speaker:  Once per quarter we will have a guest speaker at our regular business meeting.  He or she will discuss an issue pertaining to parenting, safety, nutrition, behavior, etc.  If you have any ideas for upcoming speakers or know someone who would be willing to speak, please contact the guest speaker coordinator.

Helping Hands:  This is a group of moms who rotate helping out moms in need in the club.  Generally, this involves preparing meals for moms who just had a new baby.  Contact the Helping Hands coordinator if you are interested.

Historian:  This member of our club is chronicling events in the club into a scrapbook.  If you have material you would like included please contact her.

Moms Night Out:  Mom's Night Out alternates on Thursday and Wednesday evenings and is a once per month event for moms to enjoy an evening event together.  This is a wonderful chance to have some "adult time" and to get to know each other without the distractions from the "little people."  Whether it be dinner, a movie, or some other fun rendezvous, it gives moms an opportunity to wind down.  Although a few moms have brought newborn babies to some of the events, most moms opt to hire a babysitter for the evening or give their kids some "Dad time." Newsletter:  The newsletter gives the updates on members, service projects, treasurer’s report, community events and the calendar for the upcoming month. We mail the newsletter to each member's home, so they may receive it before the next business meeting. This way each member can be familiar with what is current in the Moms Club.

Secret Sister: A great way to brighten up another mom's day or week while learning a little about her in the process.  Secret Sisters is held periodically throughout the year.  Each mom draws a name of another mom and drops off or mails clues or small gifts until it's time to reveal.  To keep the expenses down, a $15/limit on gifts has been set.
