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Senator Terry Leyden supports Land Registry decentralisation to Roscommon
Senator Terry Leyden has been informed by Dr. Martin Mansergh TD, Minister of State at the Office of Public Works that information will be available very soon on the proposed schedule for the completion of the move of the Property Registration Authority of Ireland (formerly Land Registry) offices to Roscommon. The Minister also informed Senator Leyden that an application for planning permission for the offices was submitted by JSL Group on 11 July this summer.

Senator Leyden has contacted Roscommon County Manager, John Tierney to ensure that the planning application is given the utmost consideration and processed without any delay.

Commenting on the matter Senator Leyden said:

“I am delighted with this move which will bring 230 civil servants to the area and is evidence of the government’s ongoing commitment to Roscommon. The move of the PRAI offices to Roscommon means that the town now benefits from the decentralisation of two major parts of government departments. I welcome all the benefits that the construction of the building will bring.”

The OPW acquired the 4.1 acre site at Golf Links Road, Roscommon from a private vendor at a cost of €3 million.
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
