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g) 1. In simple terms, a frag is a termination. The term originated in the U.S. Military Vietnam Conflict as a term for assassinating ones superior officer--something that apparently happened all too often.  In the PC Gaming Community, frag refers to successfully eliminating one's opponent or avatar in a multi-user game)

The Antelope Valley Union High School District - Regional Occupational Program is proud to be conduction a non-profit activity on scheduled Fridays for all AVUHSD High School and ROP students whom wish to attend.  PC Gaming is the threshold for computer evolution and holds fundamentals in networking architecture. Students who have an interest in gaming can pursue a variety of careers in the Information Technology area (2D/3D art design, folly and music production, programming, etc).  The goal of this activity is to promote acceptance of the PC Gaming Industry as a learning tool and as an athletic sport.  It can promote new incoming students to the Information Technology courses available at the Palmdale ROP (CISCO, A+ Track, Web Design) and emphasize current student’s awareness.  Gaming is widely accepted as a hobby to today’s youth and very popular among adults - promoting hand and eye coordination, cognitive skills in hardware and software architecture, and cooperative learning.  Led by ROP Instructors on Fridays between 5:00 p.m. - 9:00 p.m.  Teams or individual athletes will be instructed and supervised on PC Game software.
Objectives will be to:

· Provide a fun, safe and secure event on a Friday night.

· Promote the use of computer technology thru gaming infrastructure.

· Promote ROP classes to high school students throughout the district.

· Instill virtue work habits through competition (fair play, teamwork, attendance, leadership)

· Awareness and/or preparation for future employment or participation to the gaming industry and community.
Goals to be attained:

· Fee based membership - ROP enrolled students will be charged a monthly $10 fee, non enrolled students $15; per day play fee is $5.  All funding will be used for upgrading peripherals in systems for better performance and purchasing merchandising for advertisement, awards and support services.

· Teams (clans) and individual competitions are allowed.  Clans can be no more than four members and must all be present during competitions.  Clans can receive a group discount at $35.  All participants must designate themselves by a callsign (nick), clans additional with a team designation.  School District policy on tastefulness will be applied.
· Competition Events will be held - Tourneys (playoffs) will be every 6 weeks.  Championships (Frag-Tournaments) will be held twice a year.  Championships will be held on Saturdays between 9:00am to 9:00pm in order to ensure a full bracket playoff and celebration event (all participants must have consent forms signed).  Personal systems are allowed during competitions.
· Fund Raiser – once a year during the summer, we will hold a local fund raiser event to help promote the program, ROP Information Technology courses, and help raise additional funds.  The events will take place behind the ROP parking lot area.  Main event will be the Computer Case Gallery to show off students modifications of computer cases of artistry and enhancements.
Parents and students must be aware of the following:

· Student must arrive at the Laptop Center behind the ROP between 5:00 – 5:30 p.m.  Doors will close at 5:30 and will not be opened for anyone to ensure security.  Pickup times will be from 9:00 – 9:30 at the Laptop Center, please manage to pickup or leave by this time period.  The ROP facility has a security guard available 24/7.
