Goal

Materials

-Korg CA30 w/ microphone attachment (for winds)
-Metronome (preferably with earpiece attachment)

-Neck straps (for clarinets and saxes)

-Selmer C* mouthpieces (for altos)

-Bach 3C (for trumpets)

-Vic Firth SD1 or SD2 mallets and sticks (for percussion)

Private Instruction
Private instruction is mandatory for all individuals participating in the Wind Ensemble.  Failure to provide adequate weekly receipts of lessons and accompanying phone numbers will result in dismissal from the ensemble.

Rehearsal Schedule
