Respiratory and Digestive

System

Respiratory System

1. Because the body uses a lot of energy the cells need a lot of food and oxygen.

2. You get the oxygen your cells need by breathing.

3. Explain the process of breathing / how the cells get the oxygen they need. (read on the textbook page A18).

4. Trachea- windpipe.

5. Trachea branches into two tubes called bronchi . The bronchies lead into the lung.

6. What happens in the alveoli? Oxygen from inhaled air diffuses into the blood cells, and carbon dioxide diffuses out of the blood.

7. The lungs are the mayor organs of the respiratory system.

Digestive System

1. The digestive provides the nutrients your cells need to produce 

energy .

2. To provide nutrients the digestive system provides two 

functions:

a. break food into nutrients

b. get the nutrients into the blood.

3. The circulatory system transports the nutrients to your cells.

4.  Explain the process of digestion (read on the textbook page A19).

5. Esophagus- long tube that leads to the stomach.

6. The stomach produces the gastric juices that break down proteins.

7. villi- projections sticking out of the walls of the small intestine in which the process of nutrients diffusion happen.

8. There are two other organs that have a role in  the process of digestion:

a. gallbladder- stores the bili, a chemical that is produced 

                         by the liver, and breaks down fats.

b. pancreas- produces a fluid that neutralizes stomach acid 

                    and chemicals that help finish the digestion.
