But althoughwe may be sinners from
birth God has given usthe dhoiceto escape this problem throughthe gospel of
Jesus Christ.

Note: We are by nature self-centered. We an't helpit! Let's say | mow the
next doar lady' slawn each week Everyone would think that | was a “ good
person bu Godlooks at our heart. | could be doing this for several different
reasons. | could be doingit because | enjoy being raised by others. | could be
doingit because thereis omething | want from her andwant to bein a good
positionto ask her for it. | could bein a badfamily situation and reed to get
my ‘strokes' somewhere. | might even be doingit because | heard that she's
got quite a bit of moneyand ore foat in the grave. We often dorit realize why
we'redaingit! It'shidden degin ou heart or subconscious.
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11. Why can’t wetrust our own hearts? Jeremiah 17:9

Note: Because our hearts are decatful, we decave ourselves into thinking that
we are good that we can save ourselves with God through ou own good
works. A goodexample of us being decaved by our own sinful heartsis Peter.
Peter promised Jesus that he would rather die then betray Himand rereally
believel that of himself. Hewas very sincere. But when the test came he
denied hisLord threetimes. (SeeMark 14:27-31)

12. What does Jesus, thetrue Witness say regarding our own self-evaluation?
Revelation 317

Note: The problem with most of usisthat we do nd reali ze how sinful we are.
Wereally haveno understandng d our true @ndtion. The problemisthat we
often compare ourselves with athers to seehow well we'redoing. Let's say
threeof us were shoaing arows at atarget in the sky. One may go up 75it.
The other may go up oty 8 ft andfinally the third shot it up 150ft. We'd say
that #3 was the real winner but what if the target...wasthe sunl Would it really
matter how far our arrows went up. We all fall miserably short of God' s
supreme standad.

14. When we commit sin even aganst our wishes, what doesit prove? John 834
