We leaned
that we of ourselves could never live up to the supreme standard needed to gain
entranceinto heaven. Because it was not our fault that we were born sinners, God dd
not leare usto destruction bu devised a speaal plan where we could all be saved.

1. What are the mnsequencesof sSin? Romans 6:23

2. How do we know that we are all snners? Romans 6:23

Note: Yes, because we all eventually die!' Evidently this principle of sin leading
to death was  firmly entrenched in God s kingdan that He himself could nad
changeit for us. If He could overlook the sin problemin us, how could He
exped order and hamony in heaven? SoHe devised arescue missonfor us
andHe appanted the apastle Paul to commnunicate it to us. The word “ gospel”
means good news. And when you dscover what this gospel isyouwill agree
that the gospel truly isgood rews.

In reading Paul’ s writings you will fi nd akeyphrase that runs all through hs
letters. That phraseis*” in Christ” or “in Christ Jesus’. Other similar phrases
such as*in Him” or “ together with Him” or * in the Beloved” or “in Whom”
etc., dl expressthe sameidea. If we do nd understandwhat the Bible means
by this expresson, “ in Christ,” we will neve be ableto fully understandthe
good rews of the gospel.

4. What did God do? Ephesians 2:4-6; 1:9, 10
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Note: Sncedeath spreadto dl mankind because we were all *in Adam,” so
Godinitiated a danwherewe @uld dl be saved “ in Christ.” T he Father took
the humanraceandcorporately united it with His Son. But first Christ hadto
“qudify” to be our representativeandsavior by consenting to be made human.
God the Father united the life of His Sonto our humanity in the womb of Mary.

That iswhy Jesusis called the seoond a last Adam. It was the only way that
He aould represent us by consenting to be made likeone of us. And as our new
representative, when He died He took the entire human racewith Himto med
the demands of our sins. His deeds of righteousnessbecame our deeds of
righteousness We are legally redeemed!

Note: Just asall die because all havesinned “in Adam,” so aso dl have
obeyad “ in Christ” andstandjustified to lifein Him. By His perfed life and
sacrificial death He satisfied dl the demands of the law on ou behalf. In
Christ, humanity has a new history that qudlifi es evey believe for heaven.

Many people believesalvationisjust the forgivenessof sins. It'sasthough ou
sinsare written on a backboard andthat when Jesus died He was likean
eraser that erases all our sins. But thisis not what the Bible teaches! Yes, our
history or sins are written on a lbackboard andJesusislikean eraser but
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our slate does nat remain empty. All of the good and holy and righteous deeds
that Christ ever did is now transferred to us and are now written on our
blackboard. Thisistheincredible good news of the gospel! But please natice
that what God has brougltt to the whole human raceby Christ’sobedienceis a
freegift andit cannd be ours unlesswe recaveit.

9. At what point do we beaomeincluded “in Christ?” Ephesians1:13, 14

Note: The moment you accept Christ as your Savior, andyoutrust only in Him
for your salvation, God lodks at you as accepted in the Beloved. It'sasthough
once you' reborn yourecaved aspedal birthday present from God. It'supto
you as to when you open that gift andrecavewhat He has given you.

10. What are thetwo options we have regarding this Gift of Life from God?

Note: If you refuse this gift youwill not have dernal lif e no matter how many
goodworks you haveperformed. If you acceot andtrust in Jesus as your
salvation then the d@ernal life God dfers to youin Christ is guaranteed!

Note: Thoughyou may be a sinner, in God s eyes you ae now considered
perfed, blamelessandwithou fault. This gives us peacewith God and # ows
us to stop worrying abou our salvation.

Note: God looks on evey one who believesin Jesus Christ as His child. If you
believein His name you have already receved eternad life eve thoughyou may
not fed it or think you deserveit. When President Lincoln issued the
Emancipation Proclamationit legally freed dl slaves. Yet ten years later there
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were still some slaves working on pantations. Why? Because theydid nd
believethe good rews  to them theywere not freed. When Jesus died onthe
crossHe gaveus ALL new life throughHim. Howeve if we do nd believethisit
will also na be true for us aswell .

14. What happenswhen you accept the gift of Christ’ srighteousness?

Note: God has given dl of usachoice We aneither deadeto be*” in Adam”
or "in Christ.” Thereisnomidde ground. It was not our fault that we were
born“in Adam” but it is our fault if we dedade not to be“in Christ.”

Thiscomesto usonly as a gift from God. God paid too high a price for
ustoignore Hisincredible sacrifice for us. Why not receive this gift
today?
