Wereceave
this righteousnessof Christ’s when we give up ontrying to oltain salvation by
our goodworks or behavior andsurrender our will to God.

Note: There are a number of ways that one wuld kill oneself if one wished. You
could shoa yourself with a guntakenpill s, etc. bu no ore ankill himself by
crucifying hmself. Andit’s the same way with surrender. Saneone dse hasto
dothat for us. That Saneone is God. But, because Heis a gentleman, He does
nat force Himself or possessus aganst our will. He asks our permissonfirst.

It isnot
something we @an dofor ourselves.

Note: We are controlled by @ther God a Saan! The only control we haveisto
choose whoisgoing to control us. “ Unlesswe doyield ouselves to the control
of Christ, we shall be dominated by the wicked ore. We must inevitably be
under the wntrol of the one or the other of thetwo great powers that are
contending for the supremacy of theworld. It isnot necessary for us

deli berately to choose the service of the kngdam of darknessin order to come
under its dominion. We haveonly to negled to dly ourselves with the Kngdam
of light.” Desire of Ages, p. 324

Note: Submit and daw near to God. Let Godfight aganst Saanin your
behalf. You arenat strongenough onyour own.

12.Aren’t we supposed to use our will and will power to do goal? Romans 7:18-
19

Note: “ Everything depends ontheright action o thewill. The power of choice
God has given to men; it istheirs to execise. Youcannd change your heart,
you cannd of yourself giveto God its affedions; but you can choose to serve
Him. You can gveHim your will ; He will then work in youto will andto do
accordingto Hisgood peasure. Thus your whole nature will be brough under
the control of the Sprit of Christ; your affedionswill be ceatered onHim, your
thoughswill be in hamony with Him.” Sepsto Christ, p. 47

Conclusion: I nstead of wasting our time in good works we need to re-
channel those energiesinto spending time with Christ. Aswe make the
choice to spend time day by day in beholding Christ, asweinvite Himto
do Hiswork in our lives, He will lead us step by step to the point of
surrender.
