Think of the splendar of “ ten thousand
times ten thousand, andthousands of thousands’ (Revdation 511) of angels
comingwith Christ!

7. What will thosewho are not “in Christ” bedoing at thistime?
Revelation 61517

Note: Thisis one of the saddest picturesin the Bible—a people who i berately
andcontinudly rged the One who loves them so and nav finaly reali ze that
theyarelost. How sad when it could have been so dfferent.

8. What will happen to aur bodieswhen Christ returns? 1 Corinthians 15:51-54
