And when we
stop to think it through, how could this be improved upon? As always,
God has arranged what isbest. Instead of permitting the departed oneto
look down from heaven and see the distress and grief his departing has
caused; instead of allowing a departed husband or wife to see his spouse
quickly transfer hislove to another; instead of permitting parentsto
witness their children suffering through problems, Jesus has arranged
death to be a short period of unconscious sleep. Thereisno hardship on
the departed one, for they are not conscious of passing time. They fall
asleegp and the next moment (so it seems) they awake and are reunited
with their loved ones and Jesus.
