Note: In order to dedpher who a what the beast is we need to study the
prophedes of Daniel. Danidl isthe bodk of the Old Testament that points to the
end time prophedes andRevdationis the bodk in the New Testament that also
points to end time prophedes. Daniel shedslight on Revdation andRevédation
expands the prophedes of Daniel. Theyneed to be studied in light of one
ancaher.

Note: In Daniel 2, God revaled through hs prophet Daniel that there would be
but four great world empires. The fourth kingdam, Rome would then be divided
into ten tribes. These were wmprised of ancient Europe and history has
confirmed this. SnceDanidl 7 aso tell s of four successve kngdams, it is
appaent that this prophecyparall els the prophecyof Daniel 2. Because God
identified the first kingdam in Daniel 2 as Babylon,we know that the other
threewould haveto be Mede-Persia, Greeceand Rome.
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These beasts came out of the sea, a a thickly popuated territory. Daniel saw a
sea tossed abou by a strongwind. Winds depict strife andwar (Jeremiah
49:36, 37). Thus each of these nations emerges fromwar andstrife. Isn't this
usually how most nations maketheir debut? In contrast, the leopard-li ke beast
of Revdation 13came up ou of the sea, but nowinds were mentioned, for it
was given its power from Saan.

13.How many hornsdid this beast have? Revelation 131

Note: These ten horns are the same ten toes of the statue in Daniel 2 that
speaks of the dividing d the anpire of Rome. Ten barbariantribes finally broke
Rome' slongironrule. Theseten tribes ruled for a while andthreefell away
entirely. The remaining seven became the forerunners of modern Europe. This
Is the same beast (or nation) spoken of in Daniel 2 and 7.
