L.I.G.H.T. Homeschool Group Code of Conduct

AUTHORITY
When at an activity, the parent is the ultimate parental authority, however, the field trip coordinator or those involved in leading the event are also to be obeyed. 

PUNCTUALITY 
Be there or get left behind!

CANCELLATIONS
Cancel ahead of time or lose your money.

GROUP COHESIVENESS
All families stay together with the group at all times; children stay with their parents (unless otherwise stated at particular event).

PARENT VISITATION
Parents must be aware of their children's conduct at all times. If children must be admonished, the leader in charge must do so with the parent(s) of the child(ren) present.

VIOLATIONS
Consistent violations of policies at any event or activity will result in removal from the event/activity. Families who consistently violate the spirit and law of these rules may be removed from membership.

RESPECT FOR PROPERTY
(feet on the ground at all times, no touching exhibits/destroying plant/animal/materials, etc.), 
RESPECTFUL CLASSROOM/GROUP LEARNING BEHAVIOR
(raising hands for permission to speak, taking turns, quiet bodies and attentive eyes and ears, etc.), and general consideration of others. The first violation will result in a verbal warning.  The 2nd violation = an intervention plan will be written in the Discipline Log by a President, while the parent, teacher and the offending student are present for the mediation process.  The student and parent must sign the Log indicating that they are aware that any further transgressions will result in the suspension or expulsion of co-ops/field trips.
EFFICIENT LEARNING HABITS
(taking notes, being prepared ahead of time with questions and foreknowledge of subject). 

Be considerate of others feelings.  We all need to remember that we are a support group.  We are here to befriend one another and offer support.  None of us profit financially from this group; we are volunteers.  Please think before you speak or act and remember to thank one another for whatever contributions are made.  If you have a conflict with another member, please speak confidentially to Andrea or Carey as soon as possible after the incident occurred.
