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Unmedicated Fellow in the RIP Room

Obituary for Sir Stephen Tumin, the only non-medic Fellow of the Royal College of Psychiatrists

Greetings from Ms Minerva Miniskirt, Press Officer of the International Joan of Arc Office, Port aux Bicyclettes, Isle de Belsize

The ‘Y’ in ‘asylon’ is an archaic bukstab, known as Ypsilon or Upsilon, the English ‘oo’ or Welsh ‘dubya’ which has for instance been confused by historians with the Greek eta when it appears in Sigmund Freud’s abbreviation Qy for Quantity (as opposed to Q for Quantum). The R.U. ‘Chambers’ Encyclopaedia of 1907 defines ‘asylum’ as ‘a sanctuary or place of refuge such as temple, church or their precincts from which criminals, debtors or persecuted persons could not be removed without sacrilege’.  However even in l907 the ignorant and irresponsible Guardian Reading masses were intent on committing sacrilege, on defying the General Medical Council Asylum Policy outlined in a Press Circular from Sir Denis Q Basher Hill which may be located on http://www.geocities.com/onklboris/index.html.   In the same encyclopaedia the paranoid so-called Doctor T.S.Clouston, who has thankfully been deregistered from public knowledge, declares ‘The largest asylum in England is Colney Hatch, which contains 2250 patients [possibly even more than the number of invisible patients at Warley, then the largest hospital in Europe, when the  Mad Monk lived there in l949-50, as related in his Memoirs].  This is far too many to be in one institution if it is for curable patients’.

Such mealy mouthed liberalism had always been popular amongst mealy-mouthed liberals and degenerates.  There was need for the right-thinking to cut off the influence of such sacrilege.  When the Asylum Association was formed in the early l830s by a committee of army officers the degeneracy theory (eugenics), now known as the Schizophrenia Gene Theory, was written into its constitution.  However then it renamed itself the Asylum Association, became the Medico-Psychological Association, which was psychological as well as medical, and with the spread of the socialist scourge, became infiltrated with paranoid foreigners.  There was a need for a clean up – for the psychiatric profession to be restricted to right thinking experts.  So in l972 the Association was transformed, under the direction of a committee of army officers known to John Bowlby, one of the army officers, as the Forty Thieves, into the Pommie so-called Royal College of Psychiatrists.

Portnoy’s Complaint is something else.

‘Portnoi’ is Russian for ‘Tailor’.  The Portnoy after whom the complaint is named is the Pommie Psychiatrist Lord Taylor who in the early l970s informed the Pommie House de Milors that all Jews, Central Europeans, chessplayers and mathematicians suffered from ‘paranoia’.  The explanation of this common delusion of medics is to be found in the submissions by the Mad Monk to the Privy Council Judicial Committee in the case Graf v General Medical Council (1988).  Public School Education expunges the capacity for objective observation and deduction and, instead, the absolute and certain truth is imparted by the Master.  The teacher asks the pupil ‘Who is the greatest man in the world?’ and for every answer other than ‘President Bush’, which provokes the guru’s approval, the scholar is rewarded with a bundle of fascisti (Italian for ‘Faggots’, the R.U. name for the Poncho Bolero anti-cancer blockbuster ‘Kansastix’).  The Public School Boy therefore supposes that all people function in the same as he does, with only implanted thoughts and nothing drawn in passively or by private enterprise from outside or analysed.  So they suppose that any person who takes into account more than one possibility is suffering from multiple fixed delusions implanted not be the Great Master but by the devil.

Nobody at the International Joan of Arc Office has ever met Sir Stephen Tumim.  For all we know he may be entirely fit to practice.  He may not be Jewish, may have no foreign ancestry, may not be a chess champion or mathematician and he may not have registered an above average IQ score.  There is nothing against him.  Nevertheless we do know that Tumim is a Hebrew word which appears in various forms as an English surname.  Nobody here has the slightest idea what it means.  Nevertheless the numerous identical twins of Saddam Hussein are known as the Saddim and the Fellahs of the Royal College of Psychiatrists are known collectively as the Fellahin.  So, presumably, Tumim, which appears also in Grimm’s Fairy Tales as Tom Tum, is the plural of Tum, that is to say, Tum Tum, a haggis inflated with methane, a bagpipe, harmonium or member of parliament.  The Members of the Parliament of the Free Columbian Market, a confederation of forty thousand uninhabited rocks in the Mare Maltisa, are known as the Tum Tum Narcouts.  So there exists against Sir Stephen a suspicion.  According to the inviolate principles of the General Medical Council Health Committee suspicion is proof of guilt, while unquestionable guilt is proof of innocence.  Some as the comments about the R.U. prison system attributed to Sir Stephen Tumin sound to us distinctly sacrilageous and paranoid personality disorder.  Although nobody here ever set eyes on the Honorary Fellow, we have come across his goodwife, Lady Winifred Borthwick, Chairperson of numerous do-gooder committees.

Annual Retention Fee Those familiar with the Mad Monk’s Memoirs, volumes 7-10 of which appear in their current form on http://www.geocities.com/intercrook/GMC.html , will know that in l978 Sir Denis Q Basher Hill, the pioneer of  Electroconvulsive Therapy and Leukotomy, set up the New General Medical Council (‘GMC’).  The Mad Monk during his investigation of the 1981 Highfields, Leicester ‘riots’ was forced to consider the possibility of their being organised by central government and it therefore proved desirable that Sir Denis Q, who had advised unpopular governments to organise riots, assist the Mad Monk in his inquiries.  So the Great Leader tried to mobilise his Psychiatric Kangaroo Procedure, which he has set up at the GMC, to label the Mad Monk mentally disordered and to expel his as possessed of the degenerate gene of poverty.  The Mad Monk’s offence is generally believed to have been his revelation that GMC Treasurer, Sir Denis Q Basher Hill, was boosting the GMC’s income and saving the NHS money by registering citizens of countries with no medical schools whose governments paid them ‘Educational Grants’ to work in those NHS hospitals intended for the eugenically inferior – while thousands of genuine doctors were being deregistered because they could not afford to pay Basher Hill’s Annual Retention Fee.

In his quest to victimise The Accused the late Sir Denis Q Basher Hill failed miserably, though some documents have been fabricated.  However, in l995 the GMC’s superintendent lawyer, Alois Panzenfuhrer, imparted upon the GMC’s Psychiatric Kangaroo Court or Health Committee (which obeys the orders of its lawyers) the delusion that somebody had complained that the Mad Monk had criticised the NHS in a job application and the further delusion that the Accused has in l981-2 been found guilty of an unspecified mental disorder and that (which is not correct either) this gave them the right and obligation to deregister in the absence of any evidence.

Everyone on earth would have understood the arguments underlying Panzenfuhrer v Mad Monk – except for the General Medical Council, which could not possibly have understood.  The Medical Profession (MP) used to be and perhaps still is selected on the basis of  ‘personality’ or social class.  The personality must be such that the doctor notices nothing wrong, that he blows no whistles, that the Medical Profession is not Found Out.  The modern GMC’s unrestricted facility to register any foreign national, without any limitation in numbers, as an R.U. medic and to deregister anyone it chooses, has pushed the balance in favour of the NHS administrator, purified out all possible whistleblowers or degenerates.  This does not mean that traditional methods of  selection and education do not produce very good doctors (nor that the R.U. has not imported very good doctors).   But the Stupidity Personality Disorder of the British Establishment does have the drawback that the intensively educated cannot respond and adapt to unknown or changed circumstances.  The MP had come to live in a fantasy world surrounded by a cocoon and the Mad Monk represented all that was outside.  The Accused in his submissions to the Privy Council Judicial Committee compares his experiences to those of  the one-eyed man in H.G.Wells’ story ‘Country of the Blind’ – based on the author’s experience as the first science teacher in a Public School.

 It was perhaps not so much that GMC members could not understand but that they were not permitted to understand to reverse the alleged lies of machinations of Alois Panzenfuhrer.  Those obliged to act in accordance with the Stupidity Personality Disorder require a boss or supreme authority to give them orders – and Alois Panzenfuher was The Boss.  He told them so.  He was The GMC giving orders to the medics, who were not the GMC.  But whatever be the psychopathology of the Stupidity Personality Disorder Lady Tumin was on the committee as Lay Representive.  Judge Dredd Alex Carlile Q.C. was not really a lay member but a lawyer, part of Panzenfuhrer’s legal back-up team, there to protect the Superintendent Lawyer from being outwitted by the Mad Monk.  As an lay member therefore Lady Tumin might be expected to perceive what is obvious to the child or the general public but hidden to the Expert.  Lady Tumin did at least seem to be by the proceedings – somewhat amused.

The International Joan of Arc Office appreciates that the Stupidity Personality Disorder is as essential, even more essential, to the lawyer as to the medic.  Nevertheless the International Joan of Arc Office would prefer the GMC’s ‘verbatim transcripts’ to bear a closer resemblance to what took place and would prefer the Superintendent Lawyer to consider the interests of his nation to outweigh his own need to win his case – and not to misrepresent The Accused.  Panzenfuhrer claims, for instance, that the Mad Monk described himself as the most intelligent member of the Medical Profession.  He did no such thing.  He left the Public to come to that conclusion for themselves.  What the Mad Monk said was that were the proceedings no longer to be secret, the Public might suspect that the GMC were persecuting the most intelligent member of the Medical Profession – and might ask themselves why.

The Madamme Chairperson warned The Accused that this was heresy, that it was punishable by automatic condemnation.  The Accused replied: “I take a long-term view!”

This comment Lady Winifred appeared to find particularly amusing!

The Accused ceased to practice medicine in l974 (because he had no driving licence and could not when working in NHS hospitals procure the money and time to remedy this) and therefore it might appear that he had only to give the GMC a wide berth and not to be Found Out blowing any whistles.  It is surely not beyond the wit of man to hoodwink the GMC.  On the other hand, the ‘psychiatric assessors’, GPs and others recruited by the GMC administration to back up the lawyer, risked being splattered if they did not toe the line. It is essential that the Public support him in this essential enterprise.
