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The  Sociology  of  Nicotinoid Taxation
The Ministry of  Truth of the Free Colombian Federation has been anxious to divert its attention to matters more relevent to the Federation’s internal affairs.  Nevertheless, we find ourselves again impeded through inundation by students of  the Institut of  Pommie Studies who wish to know why the government of the Royaume Unie, a land of alcoholics and drug addicts that is ruled and doctored by alcoholics and drug addicts,  is so obsessed with the suppression of tobacco addicts.  Surely President Bliar should be jumping up and down with joy because those who are the greatest burden on The Economy are sitting in a corner quietly committing suicide while doing no harm to anyone else.  Ms Goldenlay has asked Ms Miniskirt to comment upon this.  President Bliar, presumably, really is jumping up and down with joy.  Experts have come up with three theories: (i) Tobacco is the basis of  the ‘hierarchy of addictions’, (ii) in sociology everything is always at least fifty years out of date and (iii) everything depends on money.

Mr George Orton, Professor of  Psychology at the Institut of  Pommie Studies at Delmonte University on the Isle de Belsize, informs us that modern research has shown that people who live in insecurity or without sufficient money or under threat of  insufficiency of money always develope some form of  addiction and, indeed, when such monetary stress is applied everything becomes addictive that was not formerly addictive.  Thus, in a society such as that of the Royamume Unie, where everyone lives in insecurity, everyone is addicted to or made addicted to (by their medics) to something.  Tobacco is believed by many to be the most addictive substance available.  The RU’s degenerates, as they are known in l930s theory, become addicted to tobacco.  The more prosperous of  the repressed then become addicted to more expensive and socially acceptable drugs and, to pay for them, rob the more degenerate of  the degenerates who are still addicted only to tobacco.  This is consistent with the Neodarwinist aim of the more perfect and powerful, those with the superior jeans, eliminating everyone else and shagging all the women.  In support of this thesis, Professor Orton cites the fact that for decades medics have been unable to delineate the effects of cannabis, which they say is a harmless non-addictive socially praiseworthy drug which should be encouraged, because its addiction is always combined with that to alcohol and tobacco and currently often also some more superior drugs.

Ms Lila po Lune,  Professor of  Social History at the Institut points out that a community’s perception of itself, or the official story as portrayed in newspapers and histories, is always at least three generations out of date.  The P.B.s (inhabitants of the R.U.) spend their entire Bacchanalian Festival viewing upon the visual radio two serialised fims entitled ‘Eastenders’ and ‘Coronation Street’, which portray small local communities such as existed in London’s Chinatown and in Salford [North Central Manchester] in the l930s.  R.U. Newspapers print on their front pages what is currently portrayed as happening to the characters in these serialised films and all citizens of  the R.U. of any worth have degrees in ‘Television Studies’ in which there are compulsory papers in these and other film serialisations.  Yet for thirty years no community such as portrayed in any of  these documentaries has existed in the Royaume Unie.

In the Royaume Unie, the social classes, those with superior genes, have always had first choice.  Formerly what was left over - the homes in the Inner Cities and employment such as the low paid or unpaid work as a doctor in ‘closure list’ NHS hospitals performed in the early l970s by the Mad Monk - was then left to the left over ultimate degenerates.  However, in l972-4 Britain’s ‘Tories’ decided - as has been the policy of  Tory and Bliarite Governments ever since - to get rid of the local degenerates by importation of  ‘illegal immigrants’ who were not to reproduce but to be replaced eventually by Fresh Immigrant.  This initially led to some resentment by those displaced and there was even a tendency to blame the immigrants rather than the international conspiracy of  Nazi governments trained at British Public Schools.  The effect however has been that there is no Coronation Steet and no Albert Square.   The East End communities were already in the mid-1960s - when the Mad Monk lived there - under threat of commercialisation or takeover by outsiders with the insiders being kicked out - which is always interpreted as ‘improvement’.  The ‘BBC’ was only able to get their set for ‘Coronation Street’ because the council was compulsory purchasing all the houses and turning everyone out.

The current Bliarite obsession with tobacco addiction can be seen as similar out of date sociology - a delayed reaction to events in the l960s when such response might have appeared much more obviously appropriate.  The Cities of the Royaume Unie were then covered with a thick fog - or had been until recently - and the ill health this precipited appeared to all to be aggravated by heavy tobacco smoking in the population.  Although many researchers claim that addictive substances are added to modern nicotinoids, such as our product Arcansastix, just as addictive substances are added to alcohols, catfoods and cannaboids, there was degree of foulness amongst some popular tobaccoids in this former era which is no longer quite so evident and thick clouds of tobacco smoke would hover over the rooms of  all buildings and those unhabituated to tobacco would in public places experience severe discomfiture.  Medics had since the l930s or even before believed that it was obvious that tobacco addiction encouraged squamous and oat celled carcinomata of the lung - and it was only through the eternal vigiliance of  drug company lawyers and the fear of  such lawyers that such potential libel was kept out of print.

We read in the Mad Monk’s Memoirs that l960s and early l970s medics by their own observation, not merely because this was taught, came to the conclusion that tobacco was the major source of  ill health in the population of  the R.U..  The Mad Monk, in psychiatric practice, is portrayed as claiming that no diagnosis can be produced until patients have given up smoking - since tobacco addiction was a cause or potential cause of  everything.

Since the l970s Nicotinism in the R.U. has been much reduced and is insignificant when compared to the impact of alcohol and other drugs.  However, the focus on Nicotinism which was supressed in earlier eras has now been released, despite this emphasis no longer being appropriate.  One factor has been the prevalence of  fanciful claims of  ill health being brought on by ‘passive smoking’ - which have been encouraged by lawyers pursuing insurance claims.  This puts all managers or owners of  places of  public assembly under pressure to discourage smoking, out of fear that lawyers will invent a story or because otherwise there might be prohibitive insurance claims.  Since the l960s there has also been the era of  ‘plastification’ - the replacement of  all buidlings, surfaces, contents and objects in general by pretty perishable plastic substitutes which are apt to burst into flame if given some encouragement - another motivation for bans on Nicotinism (and for the encouragement of  the alternative noncombustable oral nicotinoid preparations prescribed to addicts).

Nevertheless, Nicotinism in the present day Royaume Unie is a relatively minor cause of  ill health... though Nicotinism is expensive and the financial embarrassment it causes may drive the addict to more expensive and significant medication.  It has always been government policy to drive the degenerates to hard drugs - as took place during the l980s ‘AIDSBologny’ which was designed to create amongst alleged homosexuals a fear of  imaginary illnesses which repressed sexuality and replaced it with drug addictions which, in turn, caused them to contract the dreaded LURGI.

Ms Gloria Goldenlay, Professor of  Business Studies at the Institut de Pommie Studies focusses on the ‘monetary’ explanation of  the current Bliarite obsession with Nicotinoids.  Ms Goldenlay points out that in the present day Royaume Unie nicotinoid addiction is evident only amongst the poorest and chronically unemployed and nevertheless uncriminal members of the population - the non-survivors, who are known to RU terminology as ‘schizophrenics’.  All R.U. schizophrenics smoke very heavily though those not so classified smoke hardly at all.  For a government to be re-elected it must act in accordance with Neodarwinist principles.  From the least and most degenerate, the failures with the inferior genes who are not to be allowed to reproduce (or from those who perhaps once were useful but are no longer so) there must be taken away and there must be a giving unto the majority of bread, or at any rate, very expensive Marie Antoinette Cakes, and circuses so that - as is essential for the Nation - President Bliar be re-elected.  

The Bliar government therefore is greatly concerned with the maximisation of  taxation.  If nicotinism can be portrayed as a great evil, this in turn justifies the ‘taxing to the hilt’ of Nicotinoid Addicts.  This taxing to the hilt will then have the effect of increasing financial anxiety and therefore nicotinoid intake and there taxation in the coffers of  President Bliar, which can then be dished out to alcoholics and metamphetamine addicts and muggers.  If  the ‘schizophrenics’ are eliminated thereby then this is accordance with government policy and somebody else can then be the schizophrenics. But, if not, the government can then remedy the situation by using some of the stolen money to provide ‘care’ for the schizophrenics in the form of lots of  other drugs bought by the governmnt from the drug company and lots of  people to look after the schizophrenics - all of  whom will be paid high wages, while, of course, the schizophrenics get nothing at all.
