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Resignation of Ms Minerva Miniskirt

Business plans and illegal immigrants

Miss Minerva Miniskirt apologises for delays in promulgation of news from the Free Colombian Trade Federation following the recent whistleblowing incident, the resignation of Ms Minerva Miniskirt, Minister of Information, and her replacement by her daughter, Ms Minerva Miniskirt.  Ms Miniskirt honestly knew nothing about it.  Routine matters were all dealt-with by Ms Minerva Miniskirt in the absence of Ms Minerva Miniskirt who was attending an important conference at the Bats Belfry Hotel, Billirici. This applicant claimed that he would while his business was being established subsist on his own funds and that if these ran out or the business proved unprofitable he would close it down. The prevent further examples of such naive applications it is necessary to provide some guidance.

The Free Colombian Federation is organised according to the principles of Thatcherobliarism, a l930s economic ideology that is explained in Chapter l (02C01MAG.PIA) of Volume 9 of the Mad Monk's Memoirs, 'Pictures in the Attic' which is to be found on http://www.geocities.com/intercrook/GMC.html  The state is a great factory. Human assets may be imported by recognised Human Resources Supply Agencies, such as the Rentaslave Organisation, but we don't want any dangerous too clever by half so-called refugees who come over under their own steam who are going to organise trade unions or cause other trouble - and we have no time for the offspring of I.I.s. Used Immigrant is to be replaced by Fresh Immigrant from the same agencies. Furthermore, it is essential that robots are dependent and subservient to the state, for which reason they are not permitted to own personal property. Instead they are provided with an allocation, in proportion to worth, if any, of negative equity or debt.

A 'Business Plan' is a declaration by the applicant that he, she or it intends to pursue an imaginary and unrealistic business. The bank will then allocate the applicant's credit card a loan to the value of the sum proposed, plus accountancy fees and other compulsory expenses, and when this runs out the bank will provide an additional loan which will cover the previous interest payments, the amount of which will be added to the bank's profits while the future interest will be added to projected profits.

Thatcherobliarism was adopted by the Federation after it had been successfully employed within the Royaumes Unies for fifty years, with the exception of a brief period of misgovernment in the l970s. The ignorant masses traditionally have a failure to understand that the policies exist for their own benefit and, therefore,it has become necessary to maintain some secrecy. Enemies of the Federation, however, in recent months have lost no opportunity to discredit the necessary policies in the public mind. Until recently, however, the troublemakers have had the sense to focus on illegal immigrants imported from the Soviet Union and not those from our traditional main source, the Royaumes Unies, a country within which the Federation has considerable investments and which might be tempted to nationalise our assets if we did not encourage entry of their illegal immigrants. President Bliar also pays the Federation and Rentaslave a considerable amount of money for this service.

However, Ms Lila po Lune, writing in Billerici Bufera, recently drew attention to the fact that we have detained in the Albatros Island Reception Centre an illegal immigrant from the R.U. upon whose passport appears the name Richard Plantagenet, Duke of Gloucester. It was necessary to detain Mr Plantagenet because he had failed to ask the bank to pay the advance penalties for possession of one hundredweight of coal, a constituent of modern solid explosives, and for the molestation of several unwilling young ladies at the Bats Belfry Hotel, Billirici.  He also had failed to insure himself and the young ladies were forced to claim for the incident from their own insurance.  Ms po Lune pointed out, somewhat unreasonably, that Mr Plantagenet had fifteen convictions in the R.U. for blowing up railway stations without payment of the advance penalty and also for some two hundred molestations of young ladies without payment of the advance licence fee.  Ms po Lune claimed that Mr Plantagenet was imported under the terms of a 'secret' mutal criminal transportation treaty whereby the supply of illegal immigrants is used to relieve the pressure on the Reception Centres created by transgressors who fail to arrange for the banks to supply their advance penalty or licence fees.

Ms po Lune's claim is absurd. From April lst next year the Federation is to abolish the status of 'citizen' and of 'legal immigrant'.  At the same time we have arranged that all human resources in the RU will be granted Federation Illegal Residency and all human resources in the Federation will be allocated R.U. Illegal Residency.  The Commission of the Free Colombian Federation will be allocated for each resource imported from the R.U. a proxy postal vote to be used in their General Elections and the R.U. will provide us with the same service.  Each illegal resident, whether recently imported or a previous 'citizen' will be allocated an Identity Number on its credit cards, from which taxes will be automatically deducted by the government, the interest on which loans will boost the bank's profits. We will continue to incentivise the independent islands in the Federation by the paying a 'council tax' and a 'rent' for every Illegal Resident whose translocation to the Federation is effected.

 The R.U. illegal immigrants are therefore to be accepted automatically and unconditionally and, as a formality, between now and April the lst, the National Tory Day Bank Holiday, next year the illegal immigrant will be declared ineligible to state benefits. This means that the donor country, the country from which the resources are exported, will for this period provide a maintenance grant for the resource.
