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Circular to all on mailing list, June lst 2004, referring to epidemic of spoof email messages.

I have not been sending you these bogus emails with suspicion attachments which you may have been receiving supposedly from this address.

Could you please tell me if you have received any such missives supposedly attributed to me, using perhaps some easily deciphered open code.. just in case somebody is intercepting and preventing this information reaching me.  In an open code, for instance, if you are British Parliament you refer to yourself as Big Ben ..something that is obvious, but not obvious to a machine.

I recently received a message supposedly from an email address which consists of the letters cp and lond and 259 and aol and com (separated by dots) with the question: "Is this your message?".

The item which I supposedly sent consisted of a suspicious looking folder which looked as if, it were to be clicked, would load a virus or some program which would prove to be a nuisance.

I mailed back to the address from which this supposedly came denying ownership of the same - and it turned out that there was no such address.

It occurs to be now that this may have been some (deliberately) garbled version of an rcgp or rcplond address.

I am trying to reassure victims that no such emails have been despatched from this address. I have not sent attachments with emails for some time and it does look as if this has to be avoided.

I have also been receiving similar emails from imaginary addresses or from spoof people at addresses emailed and others have received similar emails (with short messages and the attached suspicious looking folders) pretendedly from my address. I have been unable to discover from whom these actually come.
