Reward for Free Charges





Everybody nowadays is very keen to get into your (empty) bank accounts.  Telecom companies are bullying and bribing their victims into Direct Debit… and it proves impossible to get an internet package without it.  “You will receive no more troublesome bills.  We will just take your money”.
