Election Special:  The Aetiology of Miss Hyacinth’s Pension





The reader may have discovered in the Mad Monk’s Memoirs on http://www.minniminiskirt/angie.html – there are two n’s in minnie – that the MM’s sociological explanations of the origins of mental disorders were originally thought up by the English aristocrat Sir John Bowlby Bt in the 1930s, though when he eventually published them in the l960s Bowlby was forced to pay lip service to the Toby doctrine of Eugenics. The theoretical chapters of the Mad Monk’s Memoirs which appear during discussion of events in the l940s have not yet been published (though they can be accessed using the secret keywords on various sites). However it is more openly in the Public Domain that The Accused’s life long fear of the stupidity of psychiatrists was enhanced in l964 by his experiences on the London Hospital’s ‘introductionary course’ and the activities of one Dr Last, a downtrodden refugee from the Tobies with a Leviticus Syndrome. Dr Last supposed that The Accused’s commonsence approach to psychiatry was an ultrasophisticated superintellectual theorisation which he was inflicting upon the supposedly less intellectual in pursuit of a vendetta organised by his father, who was the spokesperson or General Secretary of the Progressives Psychiatrists, pleaded Dr Last, despite his not being born with the genes and intellect of the Public School, were far too stupid to divert from their naïve and meaningless notions. The Accused did not find this excuse reassuring.





The Mad Monk has never stood for parliament. One reason for this is that when his parents moved to London in the l960s he was required to be housesitter in the Leicester home – known as Briarwood, a medieval castle in the style of Vlad Dracula. All RU inhabitants are secret Wallachian Gypsies. Even Dr Slorach was known to converse with the Mad Monk in Romani – which the Mad Monk has had to pretend to understand so as not to offend fellow Wallachians – and the RU Royal Family, who are generally believed to be German, have been known accidentally to lapse into Bona and Naff, the Romani words for ‘good’ and ‘bad’. Accused-mum ordered The Accused not to put his name on the voting register and so he could not stand for parliament! Nevertheless, he has returned to the RU to conduct his election campaign and get rid of the Tobies. Hundreds of thousands have been praying for over a century for the departure of the Tobies – so that the truth can become known – or they would have been had they not been psychiatrised.





And when nipping out onto the street the Mad Monk happened to bump into Miss Hyacynth. She appears in the published chapters of the memoirs under another name – possibly her actual name, which is Spanish. She is called Miss Hyacinth because Miss Hyacinth is now a typical chronically unemployed schizophrenic. But she was not always so. She was always unemployed and what is known as homeless. She says she was expelled from the family womb because she fancied a man (The usual story told by victims of all genders). According to the Mad Monk this takes place when the family is short of money. Typically some member of the family, as economic adjustment dictates, is sacrificed to the psychiatrists. But when the Mad Monk knew her in her twenties, many moons ago, she was a pretty young girl and not psychiatric. Just about all the Mad Monk’s acquaintances have been born without the right to income and employment – the outcomes of which include emigration, suicide and psychiatrisation. Such destiny has been typical of scientists and medics – in whose case their demise is known as brain drain. ‘Destiny’, as explained in the unpublished chapters of the memoirs, is the archaic term for ‘genetics’. Perhaps all of them brain-drain. If the utterances of Friends Reunited and University Reunions are to be believed, the term for ‘chronically unemployed’ is ‘ in IT in Australia’. Few of the Mad Monk’s contemporaries live in Australia – Australia has no use for such people – and there was no IT in their day – but according to sociological statistics they are all in IT in Australia.





There are no psychiatrists on the Island of Belsize in the Free Colombian Trade Federation. This island was recently erroneously described by an inexperienced translator of a Press Circular as being in the Bermuda Triangle. Actually, it is approximately halfway between Havana and Puncta Gallinas. The mistake arises because the island is frequently overlooked by cartographers and navigators bump into it and vanish. Victims have included Christoforo Colombo, Amerigo Vespucci, Admiral Nelson, Sir Francis Draco (after whom the native Dracula Bats are named), Sir Walter Raleigh (who invented the bicycle to get across the mountains to reach Port aux Bicyclettes, where he was entertained by Chief Poncho Bolero and the Princess Goldenlay) and the Viking traveller Sven Goran Erikson. Erikson lost his way when sailing to the country known then as it as now as Vinland and caused confusion by leaving a map on the island. Saint Mandy, known in her lifetime as Amanita Muscaria, entertained such shipwrecked sailors in her hostelry. Nevertheless all psychiatrists on Belize have degrees in economics. All fourteen year old schoolchildren on Belize have degrees in economics and everything else.





Free Colombian psychiatrists know therefore that on account of the Thatcherobliarite Bread and Circuses so-called low interest rate economic policies, the inhabitants of the RU cannot expect any pensions. This is consistent with Toby ideology. It is explained in the unpublished chapters of the Memoirs that the Mad Monk’s ancestors invented the Oidipous Syndrome. His father’s cousin Herbert, known as Little Hans, or Little Herbie, was supposedly the first child to display this syndrome. The child is jealous of the father. However, even Dr Freud knew that in ancient Greece, as in Austria, there existed in fact a Kronos Syndrome – the father is jealous of the child.-or the Big Daddy is resentful of those who survive through their own talents rather than social status. But the child eventually takes over. Thus Oidipous started as a degenerate, overthrew and replaced the existing Big Daddy – he would have been psychiatrised by the Sphinx (Greek for Diphtheria) had he not done so, and throughout the prime of his kingship was himself the supreme Big Daddy. But then other younger people became the big daddies and it was in his old age, when he contracted onchocercosis, in the manner also of the Hebrew hero Job, that the lies were invented.


 


Psychiatry readjusts history retrospectively. The old man is like the politician who has lost a war. He is not needed and guilty. He is in the same boat as those born permanently degenerate – the Wallachian Gypsies like Lord Sebastian Flight, permanently denied a place in the world through not being members of any social class. So the Tobies don’t have to dish out pensions. The old codgers are turned over to the NHS. The principles of Thatcherobliarite Economics are explained on the Intercrook Site.





Nevertheless the Mad Monk has been meaning to inquire whether he is going to get a pension – and then to sue the Tobies in the Courts of Human Rights. He was faced with so many persecutions, however, that he did not get round to it. But prior to the election Toby Bliar actually sent The Mad Monk a letter saying that he would be getting approximately seventy pounds a week ‘basic pension’ plus one or two more pounds additional pension. He had not been expecting anything and perhaps will not get anything and seventy pounds might still seem to be a lot of money – but we understand that everyone else has been promised a lot more – for what it will be worth when the day comes.





Why this supposedly low pension? When others were given the promise of full employment and income for life, The Accused was branded ‘son of a doctor’ and refused income or paid work. He was forced under threat of psychiatry to go to university and to remain there until twenty six years old. He might not have remained there quite so long if he had had any income. He was victim however of the parental means test on students’ grants, paid nothing whatsoever. Nobody cared what happened to starving students. If they didn’t survive they were psychiatrised. Students were permitted to pay national insurance contributions – but the victims of the parental means test had no money with which to pay for them! If they had been members of social classes, then either their parents or the state or their employers would have paid. Then when he qualified as a medic, supposedly the first accredited Bolshie to do so, neither a Public School Boy nor an honorary Public School Boy with skills at the football, and was barred from General Practice because he had never had the means with which to acquire a driving licence, he found he was not welcome in one set of NHS Hospitals because he was Not Public School and in the rest because he was not a temporarily registered imported doctor. Foreign governments paid for the doctors and he was informed that he was welcome to work in his own locality because the hospitals there were in part manned by Arab doctors financed by Muslim funds – and he was of suspected Jewish origin. Because of this racket the administrators were able to impose draconian wage deductions and he was paid less than ten pence an hour – insufficient for survival. During four years in the NHS, he performed the most difficult and arduous jobs in the country and did more work than most medics or others do in a lifetime. He then found himself unable to work further in medicine because of Toby Political Manoeuvres, refused unemployment pay or state benefits and denied work because he was not working and because of the lies promulgated by the British Medical Association about there being a shortage doctors and there being easy money for anyone with a degree in Medicine. In l980 there were over five thousand British qualified doctors in the West Midlands registered as chronically unemployed (and most would not have registered) – and with no hope ever of employment. In the early l970s there were 35,000 foreign doctors imported for 7000 jobs and in l981 over 35,000 doctors deregistered for ‘nonpayment of retention fee’ – ie unemployment. The Mad Monk calculates that there were in fact over one hundred thousand unemployed doctors. That is despite the numbers having already been reduced by tens of thousands of suicides, including just about all who had occupied below consultant posts in mental hospitals (though also quite a few consultant psychiatrists). Even the BMA admitted that doctoring had the highest unemployment of any occupation – though it claimed that they were between jobs or braindraining into other countries. The British Medical Students Association claimed in l972 that only one in five of medical students eventually took up medical careers.





The Mad Monk found that his employment records at various hospitals were untraceable and for much of his subsequent life was earning too little to pay national insurance contributions or unemployed but not signing on. He was prevented from attending to his affairs by continuous persecutions.





The readers of the Memoirs will know that whereas all people who belong to social classes are the same, the degenerates or rejects, those born outside any social class and without any place in society, are all different. They are not gays, lesbians, Blacks, Romanis or whatever. Such categories are created in the effort to set up a social class for self-protection, but the actual classless are excluded from such neoclasses. This means also that they cannot unite to say ‘We are all victims of the same persecutions’. As matters appear, they are not and they all envy one another. 


How does Miss Hyacinth come to be so called?. To discover this it is necessary to consult Brewer’s Phrase and Fable. This existed formerly to amuse its readers with far-fetched cock and bull stories which explained ancient sayings. Unfortunately, the modern editions have become catalogues of contemporary slang and the old fairytales have been cut out. But the story about Mr Tripos at Cambridge University remains – somewhat abbreviated, so it is not so obvious that it is a fabrication. Also at Cambridge University there turns out to be an _expression ‘plucked’ for failure at such examinations, whether or not conducted in a chemistry lab with the candidate sitting on a tripod. An explanation of this term ‘plucked’ follows that might have been gleaned from an Iraq dossier. A more convincing derivation of this word, the word actually used rhyming with that quoted in the catalogue, was produced suddenly on the island on Fickette when the Mad Monk paid a visit to his colleague Young Carravagio. YC produced a very excellent book intended to teach botany to little children. But why, asked the MM, after he had read through it, does this book tell its readers that the name of this plant is pronounced Fuschia when this is the only occasion on which it bothers to cite how a word is pronounced and it happens to be wrong. The plant is named after a German called Fuchs. Well,, it is like this.. explained Carravagio.. It is a book for little children…





We find also under ‘Maid of Athens’ a modernistic translation of Zoe mou sas agopo. Goerge Byron, however, actually wrote Kora mou sas agapo. Lord Byron’s girlfriend, who was actually a boy or a Koros, was called Hyacinth. Under the appropriate section we discover the usual explanation for psychiatrisation, that the victim has been fancied by Apollo. That happened also to Cassandra. The ensuing complications lead to the victim being turned into a vegetable. So Hyacinth makes her appearance now once a year, on May Day, as in Byron’s ‘Bride of Abydos’. when the Osterglockschen are flowering in the Mad Monk’s woodland garden.





In the present day overt psychosis is commonplace – and that has to be explained. In The Accused’s day, however, nobody suffered from obvious insanity other than Big Daddies sitting on committees – and they were immune to diagnosis and sat in judgement over everyone else. Homeless persons such as Miss Hyacinth did not start off with symptoms of schizophrenia. The term ‘schizophrenic’, sure enough, was used for the homeless and unemployed by journalists, who blamed on them all calamities. But the only GPs who attended to them were schizophrenia association fanatics and the only places of refuge open to them were the hostels which are the modern equivalent of the lunatic asylum. The Mad Monk’s memoirs describe how the eventual schizophrenia of the acquaintances of his youth who were to be permanently denied employment evolved artificially. This means that the victims of l950s classism, such as those condemned to entering state grammar schools, were functionally immobilised and never able to unite to find a way out of their persecutions. They not only were denied income but in consequence denied the right to marry and set up families – a form of self-protection – which is breach of the European Convention on Human Rights – and as Ms Miniskirt’s recent circular on chess clubs demonstrates, denied the right to set up any form of self-protective peer-stricture and absorbed instead into the peer-structure or social class of psychiatry.


Those in conquered foreign lands who were the victims of the Tobies were paid substantial compensation. Those who are victims of the same persecutions in the conquering lands find that their existence is even denied. They are suicides, unemployed degenerates, drug-addicts or schizophrenics or whatever. They are absorbed into pseudo-social classes where those of greater social status are paid for looking after them the money they were denied for themselves. It is Hochte Zeit, as our colleague Dr Freud puts it, that the Tobies were kicked out and their victims allowed a voice and place within the community
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
