that only certain card farms cooperate with these direct debit scams.  You list Visa, MasterCard and Switch.  I had thought that Mastercard were the usual suspects.  Anyway, you agents should check whether the card is on the list of scammers before conning victims into alleged agreements.  Building Society Savings account cards are not credit cards and are not valid for Direct Debit scams.





you should inform the victims before deducting money.  This letter you sent me some weeks after this bogus direct debit was cancelled is the first communication from you.   This is not in accordance with the law. You should inform the victim before making any deductions.





My financial advisor Ms Gloria Goldenlay tells me that her thirteen year old granddaughter, Ms Gloria Goldenlay, has a card issued by the Banco Belzize and Cayman Interntional which is intended to enable her to draw from her ten centime a week pocket money to pay the muggers.
