You emailed us some weeks ago complaining about Ms Minerva Miniskirt’s Press Circulars. We amateurs are prone to producing literature which sounds to us well-written at the time but turns out on later reading to be pretty awful and presentation in the form Ms Miniskirt chooses may not in your opinion avert this ..but it does at least to some degree..





In the Free Colombian Trade Federation we do not assume that the punters are too stupid and ignorant to understand elementary science and logic and that they have to be educated by propaganda and fabrications, by inventions presented as facts and actors dressed up as experts and witnesses.  At any rate, not on Knossos and Belsize.  If the claims do not seem to make sense or the punters do not understand them, then, had we Experts, in the Federation, they would be expected to produce more convincing evidence. 





It is a principle of science long forgotten in your part of the world that it is an essential aspect of scientific method that a theory is confirmed not just by its alleged conformity with existing knowledge but by the success of predictions.  If your predictions are correct that does not mean that the theory is correct.  It won’t be.  But it will be good enough for the time being.  It would not be major exaggeration to claim that the assertions of the University of  Delmonte have invariably been proved correct, even though they tend to appear eccentric when originally advertised.  The approach taken by our RU rivals, when events do not turn out as might be expected,  is not to admit mistakes but instead to produce some new version or amendment of the original theory.  We do not in the Federation wish to indoctrinate the inhabitants of decadent cultures but nevertheless wish to draw attention to possibilities to enable them to come to their own conclusions. A bizarre example of this which has led to a catalogue of similar atrocities arose from the campaign by drug companies to discover in the late l970s a ‘sexually transmitted disease of homosexuals’.  You will have swallowed the claim that your AIDS (the first cases of which I found in the UK in l964, when it was already known in the USA) is such a disease because at one time it was ‘found in homosexuals’.  The University of Delmonte pointed out that there various things that may be unique to homosexuals or people referred to by medics as homosexuals but that sexual practices were not one of them.  If they lived in New York, however, hepatitis B vaccination was!  The cases accumulated did not conform with the sexual transmission theory and so the pundits instead of admitting their mistake invented the ‘long incubation period’.  This got longer and longer!  But if there was a long incubation period, elementary logic dictated that the alleged disease should not have been found in circumscribed areas and in clusters within those areas.   Ms Miniskirt pointed this out.  She realised that the pundits were too thick to work this out for themselves and said instead that they should feed the parameters into a computer program.  They did this, but were so convinced that when it didn’t work out they changed the parameters. We have also received within the last few minutes a load of rubbish about carbon dioxide emissions.  We do not know whether there is any global warming and we would not in the Federation present adverts and inventions to promote a theory.  However, if there is any such manmade warming, it is caused not by carbon dioxide but by heat or release of free energy in general.  It is inconvenient however  for industrial interests and the IMF to admit that ‘economic growth’ causes global warming and instead a whole lot of measures are proposed which increase the free energy release.  Your Experts have even been bribed into declaring that the plants which restore the free energy into chemically bound form, admittedly be fixing carbon dioxide,. contribute to global warming.

There is currently a panic because folk are cottoning on that banks have been lending for mortages at lower interest rates than it costs them to borrow the money.. and that the money borrowed is not going to be paid back.  Rumours have been planted that there will presently be a half per cent increase in your base interest rates.  There may not be.  Such highly publicised predictions tend to be substitutes for the actual thing.  We now have, for instance, instead of a collapse of the Pommie Pfunt on the money markets a surge in its price relative to other currencies – in anticipation of the expected increase in interest rates.  On the other hand, if your strategy is wrong, something always doesn’t work out.  Low interest loans can only be obtained by the banks in the USA and they are now affected by further devaluation of the dollar (and USA rate increases).  At any rate, there are these rumours.
