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Why the Dinosaurs Departed 





Miss Minerva Miniskirt, Minister of Truth to the Free Colombian Trade Federation, has been asked to report this year’s Annual Lewd Greed Lecture delivered by Ms Gloria Goldenlay. The Greed Lecture, examines the question, however indirectly :"Why did the terrestrial Dinosaur empire last so long?". The Ms Goldenlay compares the recent histories of the Royaumes Unies Economy and of their Rank Organisation. Both have tried to evade decadence by selling everything and converting themselves to a Casino. The majority of RU Casinos are now, however, owned by foreigners and the 2006 accounts of the Rank Organisation prove to be revealing. 





However, it turns out that our report of Gloria’s oration cannot be reduced to less than five Press Circulars. Ms. Miniskirt is burdened by the secret shame that she is a management consultant rather than a scientist. But she is a comely management consultant and has persuaded me, in the most appropriate manner – not that I needed any persuading – to present some of the more technical aspects. I find myself committed to the composition of this circular, which explains the Dinosaur conceptions of their universe and their concept known amongst the less sophisticated Dinosaurs as ‘global warming’ and to the summary of Dinosaur social history and of the theory of biological systems which appears in the currently prepared next circular. The Dinosaur Scientists believed that they were obliged to escape from this terrestrial ‘global warming’ which resulted from excessive loss of previously chemically bound lurgi into outer space, much in the way that ‘heat’ escapes from a glasshouse that is being energised with an oven, though modern historians are inclined to the view that the terrestrial Dinosaur empire was undergoing natural decadence and would have faded out anyway, though the Dinosaurs are expected to return, through re-colonisation and/or the reproduction and evolution of the few palaeosaurs that remain and/or the hatching of the numerous palaeosaur eggs that are safely hidden on Terra. Palaeosaurs can, in fact, reproduce by parthenogenesis and with considerable polymorphism and have, therefore, less obligatory species specificity than yahoos. 





The University of Delmonte on Montmandie (then known as Delmonte) on Belsize was set up by the Dinosaurs to train the highly intelligent local Inca yahoos to be engineers on the Dinosaur’s spaceships and has maintained its pre-eminence in science and technology ever since. When the Dinosaurs departed, in a great exodos under the leadership of their terrestrial emperor, Dr Nho, he handed the University over to the custody of Chief Ponchobolero. Many millions of moons later, irrespective of the duration of those moons, Amanita Muscaria, known posthumously as Saint Mandy, instituted the Lewd Greed Oration, named after a nefarious pommie pirate who met his comeuppance on the Isle de Fouchette, to be delivered annually by the world’s leading proactive macroeconomist in the Colosseum, the University’s amphitheatre. This oration explores, however indirectly, the perpetual question: "Why did the Dinosaurs leave?" or "Why did the Dinosaurs’ terrestrial empire decay?" ..or, as Saint Mandy puts it: "Why did the terrestrial Dinosaur empire last so long?".The Dinosaurs’ own scientists believed that an exodos was being forced upon them by what came to be known to their management consultants as ‘global warming’.


 


The account here presented of Dinosaur Cosmology is taken from their elementary text tube ‘Gray’s E-Lurgi’, of which we have thousands of copies (of various editions) on Belsize. During the first sixty million years of their terrestrial empire every Dinosaur schoolchild would have had a copy. During the last thirty million years, however, the industrial spin-doctors took over, the scientists became unheard eccentrics in exile and the propaganda tubes became suffused with superstition and ignorance, presented as science and recognised as such because it was full of words and slogans which meant nothing and could therefore not be understood, that is almost beyond belief. In the earlier years, for instance, every Dinosaur child would have known – as every child in our Federation knows – that it is impossible for any activity of animals to trap more lurgi in chemical or other bound form than it releases – that the fixation of lurgi is the prerogative of vegetation. The physics of the Management Consultant, which took the diametrically opposite view, would not have been taken seriously. But some scientists remained and they took the view that it was necessary to escape from what came known in the more perverted popular pseudo-science as ‘global warming’ – temporary increase in the periterrestrial free lurgi that resulted from lurgi-release by the Dinosaurs’ so-called industries and from the movement of the earth closer to the sun to compensate for the overall loss of lurgi to outer space. The remedies suggested by the spin-doctors, however, were symptomatic treatment that aggravated rather than relieved the alleged disease. 





To a bacterium five seconds in politics is the equivalent of a million years to a Dinosaur. The Dinosaurs came to be issued with ‘condominia’ into which they were, supposedly to avoid further global warming, required to exhale their expired hot carbonic acid gas…which, admittedly, became less as the Dinosaurs became increasingly addicted to tranquillisers and soporific ether. The Dinosaurs were also provided with cylinders of compressed air connected to intratracheal tubes. The plastic skin of the condominia would eventually melt or burst. These bags, when produced during the final years of the Dinosaur terrestrial empire, disintegrated after some two minutes of use, or before even they put on, and were then ‘recycled’ as ‘greener fuel’ in the power-stations ..or, rather, since nobody was emptying the dustbins, piled up in the backyards .. or because there weren’t any backyards any more.. piled onto the pavements. Except that the pavements were now full of massive space-ships, also piled up in heaps, and the condominia were piled onto the roads – except that if the Dinosaurs had tried to get out of their front doors, they would not have been able to do so. The Dinosaurs tried to stuff them out of their windows. The management consultants, eventually, would just burn down the Dinosaur cities and replace them .charging the Dinosaurs a surcharge on their Council Tax. When they first became compulsory, however, the bags lasted around a million years .. which the spin-doctors said was a great insult to the public. That these bags would eventually disintegrate is clear enough… that is the overall physics of the bags. However, it is not quite so predictable where, within the bag, some fragment of ether, that maybe might be radioactive or phosphorescent, might settle and what would be its relationship with neighbouring fragments. The carbonic-acid-eating bacteria on some fragment within the bag would be unaware of the overall physics of their greater universe – the condominium – and occupy themselves instead with a local science and preserve their equilibrium by waging war on the bacteria on some nearby fragment, releasing a great deal of thermonuclear lurgi. 





Professor Heraklitos, when we were in the Attic, would inform me: "panta plei, ouden manei". This, despite appearances to the contrary, or the Professor’s immediate intentions, means ‘everything drifts, nothing remains’. The Kosmos eventually drifts back to the form of the primitive zygote, as it was before the Big Bang. But there may be  transient maintenance wherever there is overall or locally a pleintenance –which we can view as an occasional accident of fate -  the accidental emergence of a more stable but nevertheless relatively complex structure with internal servomechanisms.   Such accidents are rarities, though, from our point of view, they are everything.  We survive within such quasi-stable systems. The fact that the Dinosaurs existed (and, indeed, still exist) and that the yahoos exist is per se proof that they were(and are) within such a quasi-stable system. The Dinosaur scientists had a familiarity only with such quasi-stable systems and anything else surfaced as eccentricity which they explained amid great learned debate. Nevertheless, there are within the quasi-stable systems that immediately surround us general principles which it does not require any sophisticated theory to ascertain. Amongst these is what the Dinosaurs called the Principle of Compensation of Lurgi. When any stress or damage is inflicted upon a quasi-stable environment it reacts automatically to reverse that stress or damage. There is no need for the intervention of management consultants. The Dinosaur scientists postulated, very reasonably, even obviously, that their so-called industries, since they converted chemically and otherwise bound lurgi into freely mobile lurgi, released terrestrial lurgi into outer space with a consequent reduction in total terrestrial lurgi.   For this there had to be some compensatory mechanism.   Whatever then happened would be the compensatory mechanism, but the reasonable and obvious postulate was that the earth then moved nearer to the sun.   The consequence was an increase in periterrestrial free lurgi that came to be interpreted by management consultants as ‘global warming’.   It was called ‘global warming’ because it melted the skin of the Dinosaurs, though, as a matter of fact, much of the free energy was not ‘heat’, that is to say ‘that which melts the skin of the Dinosaurs’.   ‘Heat’ is the measure of the rate of disintegration in any locality of Dinosaur skin or of rate of expansion of ether in a local thermometer. The management consultants were wrong however in supposing that changes in the weather that they supposedly noticed over periods of a few weeks, particularly in the larger plastic cities, were this ‘global warming’ which, if it took place, would proceed very slowly, with perhaps an increase in ‘ambient temperature’ of one degree Celsius over one thousand years.   Over a yahoo lifetime, thus, any changes would be submerged within the normal changes in the weather though such a ‘one degree’ increase of lurgi transmissible to enzyme-regulated biochemical systems in vitro increases the speed of such processes no less than ten times!


 


It is important to realise that there were four sources of this ‘global warming’…release of bound lurgi, compensatory solar r-lurgi, departure of unbound lurgi into outer space and destruction of vegetation. Although lurgi was being lost to outer space, the lurgi release also per se resulted in greater accumulation of periterrestrial free lurgi. Although the earth was losing lurgi, the Dinosaurs were – or would be, if this was occurring – experiencing not ‘cooling’ but ‘warming’.   Lurgi was being lost outwards from the earth’s crust and this resulted in turn in centrifugal migration of more deeply sited  intraterrestrial lurgi. There was further the compensatory mechanism of the increased concentration of incipient solar r-lurgi.   So, as the Dinosaurs saw it, or would have seen it, this ‘compensation’ for for an apparent global warming that was more realistically terrestrial lurgi loss or global cooling, was even more ‘global warming’, though in the long run, when sufficient replacement lurgi had been retrieved from the sun, the earth would return to near enough its original position and surface ‘temperature’. In fact, during the millions of years that followed the Dinosaur exodos, the earth’s deposits of ‘fossil fuel’ (bound lurgi) were replenished and the original ‘climate’ was restored.   It is important to realise also that the previously bound lurgi that has been released cannot be restored to bound form.   There are on Terra only insignificant numbers of ‘photophobic’ bacteria which can perform this feat.   The released lurgi can only be voided into outer space and there is nothing to be achieved by attempts to impede this.   This is the earth’s excretory system and Terra has to be replenished with food from the sun. The only mechanism whereby bound lurgi can be restored is the trapping of incipient phota through the conversion of carbonic acid to ‘fossil fuel’ by the periterrestrial vegetation.   The Dinosaur industries, in fact, largely eliminated or inactivated this vegetation. 








The spin-doctors however were not concerned with the perpetuation of the currently quasi-stable ecological system nor with the preservation of the Dinosaurs.   Their objective was the preservation of Dinosaur industries.   The Dinosaurs themselves, during the last thirty million years of their terrestrial empire, existed to preserve the so-called ‘industries’ rather than these industries existing for the benefit of the Dinosaurs.   The intellectual deterioration and ‘consumerism’ of the Dinosaurs was necessary to achieve this objective.   The spin-doctors, therefore, could neither accept the principles nor the inherent objectives of the scientists’ theories and instead a great deal appears on the propaganda tubes about further industrial devices which are to release even more lurgi in the supposed attempt to cure the disease.   ‘Warming’ is not a scientific concept though one apparently readily comprehensible to lawyers and management consultants lurgi itself was written out of their superstitions.   A great deal is inscribed about ‘carbonic acid gas’ and ‘thermal blankets’.   If any of this is other than fantasy we have very much to revise our notions of physics!   The world and concepts of the lawyers and management consultants existed in their collective minds rather than in objective reality.  They began pontificating upon their committees  – though these were not really committees, the Dinosaurs now all being trapped at home in front of their computerised video-screens watching Big Brother – about ‘carbonic acid equivalents’, which transposed into ‘carbon emissions’ and then into ‘carbonic acid gas emissions’.   All manner of projects were pioneered whereby their ‘industries’ released more lurgi in attempts to consume the carbonic acid gas or whereby further lurgi was released from ‘conventional sources’ and, with the emission of further lurgi periterrestrial space (in accordance with what yahoos call the Second Law of  Thermodynamics), transformed into ‘greener lurgi’ -  which was intended to propel the new plastic ‘greener space-ships’.   It was or would have been perfectly true that the release of bound lurgi was accompanied usually also by local release of carbonic acid gas.. but, in fact, the atmospheric carbonic acid gas – which was the supposed target of the spin-doctors - remained overall as the usual 0.03 per cent by weightfulness.    Irrespective of transient variations of  lurgi and carbon dioxide release (such as during thirty million years of  Dinosaur Industry) this atmospheric concentration is maintained with only slight variation because the remaining carbonic acid gas is stored in the sea and released or absorbed rapidly in response to emissions or reduction by the plants’ photosynthesis.    The solubility of the carbonic acid gas allows the plants to trap this ‘carbon dioxide’ by releasing water through transpiration.  There is not thus as the management consultants appeared to believe a ‘global warming’ in response to a supposed increase periterrestrial concentration of carbonic acid gas, the ‘global warming’ being a homeostastatic adjustment to loss of bound lurgi.  The disease of  loss of  intraterrestrial bound lurgi, if it existed, produced compensatory effects which in turn might be observed by the Dinosaurs as various signs and symptoms, but the management consultants thought they were treating the disease when they were  merely eliminating symptoms and thereby even counteracting the natural compensatory responses that cured or alleviated the disease.   The activities of the management consultants releasing more previously bound lurgi as free lurgi into outer space, reducing the mass of the earth, making it necessary for it to move even nearer to the sun.   The focus on carbonic acid gas was akin to supposedly curing draculosis by reducing the fever or an astrocytoma with analgesics.  Even though the fever might kill the patient,  it regularly kills the bacteria.  Terra might be expected to deal with this lunacy of the spin-doctors, but the scientists expected the resultant escalation of the ‘warming’ to force the management consultants and the rest of the Dinosaurs, at least for a few tens of millions of years, off the planet. 








According to the Dinosaur’s their Universe commenced as, and still is, an egg in the womb of the goddess Lizilith which contained originally exactly three plus 516 times ten to the fifty seventh teratowatts of Ether or Primordial Lurgi (or E-Lurgi.. short for Ether-Lurgi).   This is a great deal of lurgi. The earth, by contrast, contains just one Dinowatt of lurgi in all its variations.   It is still possible to regard all forms of lurgi or ether as merely versions of E-Lurgi.   However, on account of unwarranted meddling by her brother, Godzilla, the egg underwent ‘explosion’.   There was in those days a considerable shortage of goddesses and, indeed, apart from her mother, Gorgonzilla, Lizilith was the only one…and, as a matter of fact, there was an even greater shortage of gods and, to Lizilith’s discomfiture, an even greater than that shortage of compensation lawyers (and, even had there been, she would not have been entitled to compensation, since the trauma had not induced a mendacity that only payment of compensation can remedy)   The Godzillic Big Bang resulted in some of the original E-Lurgi or ether being converted into the change in state or position of the remaining ether.   This change in state or position of substantial ether was known as virtual or P-lurgi.  The Dinosaurs sometimes called it ‘potential lurgi’ though it was actually lurgi though perhaps only ‘potentially’ ether. There was a ‘natural tendency’ for the existing ether, or substantial lurgi, to be restored to its original position with accompanying re-conversion of the virtual lurgi to substantial ether. If this did not happen this was supposedly because the fragments of ether were still travelling outwards in some dimensions along radii that spread out from the original position of the egg or ‘yolk of the universe’.  All of what the Dinosaurs called ‘forces’ balanced.   If a particle of ether shot off to the right, then  then there was some balancing shooting off to the left.  It added up to zero, which was what it had been to start off with, and so the position of the yolk did not change, or not a lot.  But there is no way a Dinosaur could tell if it did change, since the instruments of measurement would change with the change.


 


Although it is not necessary to study modifications of the Dinosaurs’ theory to understand their notion of ‘global warming’ the many variations generated considerable debate amongst Dinosaur academics. One Dinosaur Professor, it is alleged, refused for over twenty million years to speak to a colleague who had proved him wrong…though, when they reached adult life, they became great friends. But Professors were never proved wrong. The differences between theories are more apparent than real.   All are based on the practical facts known to Dinosaur space travellers and scientists.   All the supposedly differing mathematical constructs lead to the same conclusions, or near enough, relative to the practicalities of Dinosaur technology.   Some said, for instance, that the egg had a shell and of these some claimed that it was the shell that had exploded and was dragging along the interior lurgi.   Some said that there was within the interior lurgi a distinction between Y-lurgi and A-lurgi .. and most of these believed also that the shell pulled at the Y-lurgi by means of ‘elastic bands’ of A-lurgi.   The naïve and obvious suggestion was not overlooked that in the eventual universe there existed one version of lurgi that had been in the original pre-Godzilla egg which remained as inertia or the tendency to return to some approximation of the primordial egg and that there existed another version of lurgi contributed by Godzilla which was a contrary ‘momentum’.. the overall momentum and inertia being for practical purposes equal in quantity, potentially cancelling each other out.   There were scientists who suggested that the universe remained enclosed within the original ‘shell’ which expanded elastically in the manner of a balloon under the pressure of the motive lurgi and that any ‘force’ within the universe was exerted along a line between two points in the wall of the universe – either both points being pushed outwards or both being pulled outwards  (though the Dinosaurs claimed there was no distinction between ‘outwards’ and ‘inwards’) with exactly equal and opposite forces being present everywhere along the line. Dinosaur schoolchildren were expected to write in their exams that these ‘tug of war theorists’ considered all cosmic activity to be ‘banging on heaven’s door’. 








It is possible for yahoos living on the earth’s surface to represent that surface by means of a two dimensional chart. The Dinosaurs did not enjoy this luxury. Where the position of a space ship on some occasion, to put it very crudely, is defined by measurements in n directions, these are then represented on an n+1 dimensional chart and the space is described as n+1 dimensional.   Nevertheless, we are familiar with surfaces as either without holes or edges or as actually or potentially part of some larger surface without holes or edges.  If the (two dimensional) surface of the earth is mapped fully, for instance, the resultant chart occupies a three dimensional volume.  The Dinosaurs considered it obvious therefore that interstellar space is at least five dimensional. 





Unfortunately the decadent Dinosaurs came to believe that their economy could not survive without the continuous ‘profit-generating’ production of their conveyor belts.   Nothing over the last thirty million years of their terrestrial empire was produced to last and it was the continuous destruction and replacement ..and, of course, the activity of their ‘on-line’ casinos - that became the ‘creation of wealth’ and ‘gross global product’.   When the Dinosaurs originally pioneered their computers and ogham tubes these were hailed as a means of permanently and concisely recording a great deal of data.   A tube may have some degree of redundancy, but the principle is one of ordering elementary fragments and information may even be recorded just once – whereas the old stone tablets which we have recovered originally recorded the same information hundreds of billions of times over – a chipping of the tablet, for instance, not reducing the accessible information.   More reliable methods of keeping records which were thereby also more rapidly recorded and more rapidly accessed – such as stone tablets - were even abandoned altogether.   Then the IT companies began, with increasing frequency, eventually once every two minutes, changing the design of their computers and recording rods, adapting them to the escalating paralysis of Dinosaur intelligence, with the keeping of records inhibited by the removal of essentials and the addition of all manner of toys and interference, while the IT companies sabotaged the old equipment and refused to repair or replace it.   In consequence ‘when records began’ came to mean ‘two seconds ago’ and any statement would be already out of date when announced. This did not do the Dinosaurs a great deal of good and it also presents my team at the Palais of schoolchildren working for their D.Sc. in Dinosaur Studies inordinate difficulty in decoding script that is largely on tubes not intended to last for more than a few seconds. There is no mathematics whereby the physical processes can be reconstructed backwards to reveal the original structure of a single rod and we have been forced into constructing computers into which we can feed the entire store of disintegrated rods simultaneously.   As far as we can gather, however, the Dinosaurs, despite being aware that further dimensions existed, did not perceive subjectively more than four dimensions and never constructed charts that recognised more than four dimensions. 








As far as further dimensions were concerned, the spaceship navigators, apparently, either had to guess or perform rapid mental calculations.  Spaceship captains were very much dependent on their own skills and experience, even though they mainly travelled via the established routes marked on the charts. The innumerable traffic-lights and warning beacons, which tended to migrate back to the nearest space-station or to function at random even when they were in the right place and the volcano or whatever that was to be avoided was in the right place, were an absolute menace.   However, when there was a collision at the Bearington Pad Space Station, the presence of the beacons enabled the authorities to blame the ships’ captains, who, of course, had learnt to ignore them.   Although in the latter years the traffic to and from Earth reduced to almost zero, there had developed by the sixtieth millionth year of the terrestrial empire considerable congestion.   Nevertheless, collisions took place, with for or no exceptions, only in or around the Space Stations.   The only space station on Terra that could accommodate larger space ships was on what is now Pilkington in our Federation though, even there, only one ship at a time landed while the others would circulate above and not necessarily land at all.   The Incas were at one time subjected to a great deal of noise though eventually the Maltesas were the only place on earth not consumed by a deafening racket (which is, of course, free lurgi). 








The Dinosaur scientists nevertheless found themselves convinced, from various directions, that the simplest practical conception available was that they lived in concentric four dimensional shells, surrounding the ‘yolk’, within a universe of at least seven dimensions.   The scientists were apt to propose that where n dimensions were readily perceived and the universe or surface was actually n plus m dimensional,  then they were themselves physically present on all points along an m minus two dimensional line, on an m-2 dimensional surface or within an m-2 dimensional volume. (though the expression used is always ‘blonk’, the Dinosaur word for ‘surface’).   The Dinosaurs lived simultaneously on every one of an infinite number of four dimensional, in fact, five dimensional, shells.   The Dinosaurs described the ‘shells’ which constituted the perceived universe as ‘topologically spherical’ rather than ‘spherical’ (though they were more perceived as single spherical surfaces).   The Dinosaur term ‘topological’ arises from the concept that we can draw latitudes and longitudes on the surface of an orange and attribute co-ordinates to every point except one, or maybe two, and then if we sit on the orange and distort its surface, with stretching in some region, or contraction, or depression or elevation, but with no rupture of the surface, we can still use the same co-ordinates.   The Dinosaurs could thus speak of ‘spherical’ without committing themselves to any precise shape..though they were spherical in the sense of there being straight lines in all directions on the surface at every point of the surface.   Since, if the Dinosaurs perceive the universe as four or n dimensional, and if then all points along a line or within an m-dimensional surface within a five or n+m dimensional universe are perceived as the same point, then the fragments of substantial ether which the Dinosaurs perceive as in the same position or closely approximated may, in fact, be separated by a considerable distance. 








That there is a sixth dimension, in addition to five already proved, was, in fact, also obvious even to yahoos.   We have, on the surface of the earth, at any rate under an idealised view, ‘straight lines’ only in two dimensions – along the surface of the earth.  Along these ‘straight lines’ a moving fragment of substantial ether travels with ‘constant velocity’ unless modified by a ‘force’.  If the fragment deviates from the straight line or changes its ‘velocity’ (as measured by yahoos) this requires either conversion of ether into virtual ether, or recomposition.   On the other hand, the up/down direction has no ‘straight lines’ but what the Dinosaurs call ‘local geodesics’ – the opposite of straight lines.  This, admittedly, is an ‘idealised’ description, one of a surface which is at all points ‘effectively equidistant’ from the ‘gravitational centre’ of the earth, but the facts are consistent with the theory amended to apply to the non-idealised reality.   The Dinosaurs – and the yahoos who became engineers travelling on space-ships, - insisted however that there existed points in space where there were straight lines in all perceptible directions (or innumerable directions) or else points where there were no straight lines but which were surrounded by ‘shells’ over which there were straight lines in every direction.   A straight line is always ‘perpendicular’ to a ‘geodesic’ and if only straight lines can be perceived, the geodesic must be concealed within at least one hidden dimension.   But the Dinosaurs went even further, claiming that other than as distortions due to local accumulations of ether there were no perceptible ‘geodesics’ in the universe and that therefore the lines of attraction and propulsion towards and away from the yolk were everywhere beyond sensory discernment.   The actual observations, the Dinosaurs claimed, were entirely consistent with theory. 








The Dinosars deduced a further dimension, not that proposed on the assumption that surfaces were continuous nor that proposed on the assumption that fundamental geodesics were imperceptible, from the alleged observation that there are some points in the universe in which lurgi is spontaneously generated and others where lurgi is continuously vanishing.   This was despite the fact that their spaceships regularly rode though regions of space where no manner of ambient ether appeared to be present.   Their maps are riddled with ‘Here be Hole’ and ‘Here be Volcano’.   Indeed, Dinosaurs regularly claimed that lurgi was everywhere spontaneously generated.   It may have been that Godzilla was pissing through cracks in the universe or else Lizilith was separating nothing into positive and negative ether, the two of which, if separated might have some independent existence but if re-amalgamated returned to nothingness.   Some Dinosaurs claimed that the ‘omnipresent creation of ether’ was merely a theoretical device to explain, as they saw it, the density of ether within the universe (apparently) not changing despite the ether supposedly moving along the ‘geodesics’ away from or towards the ‘yolk’.   Not that the Dinosaurs would have been able to detect any reduction in density if it existed.   As always, the instruments of measurement change with the changes.  The Dinosaurs claimed that these movements were mainly outwards – that the Godzilla-induced ‘explosion’ is still taking place and that effusions of ether are still shooting away from the yolk along invisible stereogeodesics. Although the surface of the earth, ignoring time, is two dimensional, there are geysers from which lurgi effuses from hidden dimensions underneath.   The cosmological holes and volcanoes, similarly, are products of a hidden dimension. 








An extra dimension – and this time some Dinosaurs supposed that it was also the dimension or dimensions responsible for the geysers and holes ..though this can hardly be correct… – is also necessary to explain the Dinosaurs’ so-called Law of Weightfulness.   To the Dinosaurs the simplest physical phenomenon that was the basis of the explanation for everything else was the behaviour of two separated fragments of substantial ether in the supposed absence of other environmental lurgi.   The Dinosaurs supposed that in the absence of the ‘local constraints’ which they postulate to explain just about everything, though it is not entirely clear to us yahoos how they arise or could be absent, are automatically drawn towards one another or, at any rate, to the ‘point of no return’, which is, at least in some dimensions, situated in the yolk.   In fact, within invisible dimensions.   The particles are not so much moving ‘towards each other’ but along ‘radials’ towards the yolk.   But the Yahoo, who is unaware of the radials, perceives this movement as lateral – on straight lines that are perpendicular to the invisible radials..travelling along the shell which is the Dinosaur’s perception of the entire collection of shells.   The Dinosaurs tell us, in fact, that perceived movement of two particles of ether towards or away from another is always a delusion and in fact the movement of the fragment is along radials either towards or away from the yolk, the radials, though not seen, being perpendicular to the perceived line of motion.. As the Dinosaurs saw it, as the fragments move nearer to the yolk, or, as we see it, closer to each other, there is a conversion of ‘virtual ether’ into ‘substantial ether’. This can be perceived as the action of a ‘force’ on the fragments with the force measurable in such units that the product of the force and the apparent distance travelled by the fragment (multiplied, obviously, by the amount of ether in the fragment, since after all, it may consist of more than one fragment) is numerically equal to the quantity of virtual ether converted to substantial ether.   Or it can be regarded as converted while the motion actually takes place temporally to an ‘ether of motion’. This makes no difference to the mathematics.  Now the point the Dinosaurs emphasised is that both fragments are ‘moved’ by the ‘same force’.  Professor Newton likes phrase this as there always being equal and opposite forces – but, if so, these equal and opposite forces are the same force.   In his calculations one fragment of ether is regularly so much larger than the other that it is not perceptively moving and the force is regarded for convenience as only acting on one fragment.   But at the time exactly the same force is propelling the larger fragment also towards the point of no return.   The Dinosaurs made great play of this notion of the same force always acting to produce an ‘effect’ and an ‘opposite’ effect.   In the case of a ‘system of fragments’ a complex situation can, at least in theory, be reduced to a collection of ‘attractions’ between pairs of particles and there is a force there is always somewhere the same force acting with opposite effect and, as Isaac puts it, there is always within practical limits a total of zero forces.   They are not zero, of course, but if we regard them as equals and opposites they add up to zero. The Dinosaurs claimed that the same principles applied to changes of virtual to substantial ether or changes in the nature of ethers in general.   There are various caveats, however.   For instance, the Dinosaurs insisted, as does Professor Newton, that there was an ‘inverse square law’ of weightfulness.   You will have no difficulty in confirming by diagrams on paper that if it was merely a matter of travelling along radials the alleged force of weightfulness would be inversely proportional to the distance between fragments.   If there is a an inverse square law then the fragments are travelling within the same stereoradians or cones with apex at the yolk surrounded by radii rather than along a radius.  This ‘weightfulness’ therefore necessitates two, not one, invisible dimensions.   There is the further problem in that if two fragments return within sufficient dimensions to their original position in the centre of the egg, these may appear to yahoos to be in the same place or next to each other but may in fact be even a considerable distance apart.  This does mean that there is not merely the theoretical possibility of them exploding apart but also of them being forced too close together.  Thus there comes a point where motion does not continue (on account of the E-lurgi concentration in the yolk) but is impeded and further motion does not result in conversion of potential ether into substantial ether but the reverse!








It is obvious even to any yahoo, however, that it is far from certain that Dinosaur theory adequately caters for –precisely the point that is here of interest – the neutral or stationary states.   We are familiar with sub-systems regularly being homomorphic to containing systems – the eventual personalities of decadent Dinosaurs, for instance, and the decadent terrestrial Dinosaur culture.   The Dinosaurs appear to regard quasi-stable systems as some manner of local universe with its own yolk.   If this be so, then either the local yolk has broken off from the primary yolk, or else, as the Dinosaurs considered more likely, was still within the original yolk in at least some dimensions. The Dinosaurs, after all, could not see the yolk and, from their point of view, it could be anywhere or everywhere.   This still would not explain the quasi-stability.   But if the system is expanding or contracting as a whole, or pulsating, the Dinosaurs would not notice this.   If the local universe is getting bigger, the Dinosaurs and everything else is getting bigger.   The management consultants, in so far as they were able to pick up these notions, pointed out that the Dinosaurs were, in fact, getting steadily larger.   They boasted also that this proved that Dinosaur industry had enhanced the health of the Dinosaurs and they looked back to their younger days, when they were smaller, with contempt.   The Scientists, privately, would joke that if the management consultants got any bigger, the ‘forces’ would tear them apart.   Safety, they averred, depended on ‘not getting too big for your boots’ (a ‘boot’ is an electric leg) or ‘maintaining a low profile’. 








Dinosaur maps of the cosmos sometimes have one arbitrarily chosen stationary fragment of ether.   At the most there are four such fragments, but chosen by the cartographer and very much contrived.   Besides that, discrete fragments of ether are either travelling along some ovular geodesic or orbiting around some ovular geodesic or stereogeodesic typically in a circle or an ellipse, which is a circle viewed from some angle.   Don Isaac Newton has, independently of the Dinosaurs, produced an explanation which, with some modifications, is perfectly adequate.   Isaac has a conception of straight lines within the cosmos which resembles that of Dinosaur architects.   Isaac says that when the moon orbits around the earth, then at every point the moon’s velocity is directed at a tangent to the orbit and the appropriate force of attraction, just as calculated by the Dinosaur’s, produces the observed orbit.   The earth is similarly drawn to the moon, particularly so the periterrestrial water, but forever in a different direction, so it all cancels out.   The Dinosaur’s, however, would say that the shoebox concept of the cosmos is absurd.   The Newtonian calculations will produce the right answer starting from false assumptions, but, in fact, the moon is travelling on a local straight line on some spherical surface. ..and most dinosaurs would say that it was only apparently local ..all such orbits in fact being in some dimensions close to the yolk and around it.  Others say that the moon is on all points of the orbit simultaneously but only within some limited region perceptible.





 


We would like to have a more convincing explanation of this Dinosaur theory because we want to know what actually happens when the earth loses lurgi.. and in particular whether its orbit moves further away from or nearer to the sun.   Isaac tells us he would expect either the earth to orbit more slowly or, more likely, since there are pre-existing velocities, the earth to move closer to the sun. This is also what the Dinosaurs predicted.   There will be a reduction in the quantity of potential lurgi that determines the earth’s position and, quite possibly also of the amount defining the sun’s position.   Irrespective of what happens to the sun, the earth moves, at least in some dimensions, closer to the yolk and, therefore, also, as Dinosaurs and yahoos perceive it, closer to the sun.   It is moving to a region of the stereogeodesic with a lower cross sectional area.   The sun is itself undergoing explosion, which is presumably still the primordial Godzillic explosion even though the sun itself has in some dimensions even moved considerably away from the yolk.   It behaves towards the earth just as if it were the yolk – and the Dinosaurs claim that in sufficient dimensions it is still in near juxtaposition to the yolk.   Therefore, when the earth moves nearer to the sun, there is an increased rate of transmission of r-lurgi towards the earth..which eventually, or near enough, restores the earth’s original position. 





Whatever your assessment of this rigmarole, you will have no difficulty in perceiving that Dinosaur schoolchildren would have no difficulty in trotting this out in an exam, fully convinced that it makes sense and with their explanation sounding highly literate and logically consistent – even if it isn’t.   All but the brightest students, who might perhaps recite the dogma in a less convincing manner or not at all. ..and fail their exams.   A lawyer, management consultant or spin-doctor would have no difficulty in trotting it out.. and in the latter days of the Dinosaurs, whatever these non-scientists trotted out was readily absorbed by the population at large.   It does seem most likely however that loss of lurgi would lead to the earth moving nearer to the sun rather than further away.   This has been the standard hypothesis amongst yahoos in analogous contexts – such as where, as once supposed, elementary fragments rotated around each other.   It also seems reasonable to suppose that this results in greater concentrations of r-lurgi falling on the earth.   As we yahoos see the facts, the nearer a planet to a star, it is an observed fact that the concentration of incipient r-lurgi is also greater.   There is no overwhelming reason to suppose we have hit on an exception.   It is also reasonable to suppose that were the earth thus to move towards the sun the incipient lurgi would at least initially accumulate periterrestrially and, indeed, it would be appreciated by the Dinosaurs on the surface even if that which did not hit the Dinosaurs was being otherwise absorbed.   The earth would eventually return to its original equilibrium, or closely so, but in the meanwhile the skin of the Dinosaurs would melt.   They would perceive a ‘global warming’. 
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
