By means of Executive Decree No.69 of September 25th, 2002, it was regulated in Panama, all related to the recognition of international adoption collaborating organizations (recognized organisms/organizations), established in the Hager Agreement of 1993, related to child protection, and the cooperation in regards to international adoption.
In this Decree there are settled down/established the requirements and functions that must be fulfilled by the international collaborating adoption organizations, in order to be accredited in the Republic of Panama.

The international collaborating adoption organization must have the following requirements:

1. It must be a legally constituted association, and it should be registered in the corresponding register office.  

2. It must have as a purpose, children and adolescents´ protection, according to what is expected in the Panamanian legislation, and to the principles enounced in the Convention of the Rights of the Child and other international conventions.

3.  It must pursue non-lucrative aims.

4. Its trajectory in the development of activities for the attainment for the fulfillment of the statutory objectives must be correct and adequate. 

5. In the presented performance project, it should be guaranteed the respect to the principles and norms of international adoption, and the due intervention of competent the administrative and judicial organisms of the foreign country in which it is going to carry out its performance.

6.  It must count with the necessary material/monetary means for the development of its functions. 

7. It must count with multidisciplinary equipment formed by at least three Bachelors of Laws, two Psychologists, three suitable social workers, with experience in the social area related with childhood, adolescence, and family, and they should have specific knowledge in international adoption matter.
