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Our first stop on this wonderful learning journey is to Weather Wiz Kids where you will learn as much as you can and take notes on anything new that you learned since you may need to know this later on. You will see on the left hand side you will see links to other pages that are like the one you will be on but on other subjects. Once done with that little adventure just come on back and keep going. 
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Now that you are back, its time to learn about the Fujita Scale, which is based on wind speed and expected damage a tornado, will do. Sometimes a predicted tornado will not be as strong as predicted or could be stronger than predicted.  So who is ready to learn about the Fujita Scale? Don’t forget to take notes. 
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Would you like to know if you lived in what people call “Tornado Alley”? Well you can find that out very easily thanks to FEMA and the rest of the government for putting out a website that shows the areas most likely to get hit by tornadoes and the rest of the country as well. Here, check it out.  Don’t forget to take notes…you have to be prepared for the quiz.
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Can you imagine living in a very tornado prone city/area and not knowing what to do in the case of a tornado arriving? Well you need to know the safety and security you will need whether it is a Tornado Watch or Warning. Don’t forget to definitely take notes on that page. It is information you will need depending on where you live, and the time of year it is.
