Incoming 9th grade 2006-2007 – Required Summer Reading

The Old Man and the Sea 

and

The Miracle Worker

Directions: As you read through The Old Man and the Sea and The Miracle Worker, pick one activity from the list below to be completed after each chapter. You must complete at least three of the activities listed below three times.

You will turn in two journals. One for each book.
List of During Reading Activities:

· Double-Entry journal Activity:  Select a significant scene or descriptive passage from the chapter. The scene may be significant to the development of a character, theme or setting. If it’s a descriptive passage consider what imagery is created by its sensory language. 

· Then, using one sheet of paper, draw a line down the middle and quote the significant scene on the left-hand side of the page including the page number (in parentheses). 

· Next, record your own response to it on the right-hand side of the page. Your response needs to include what you found to be significant about the scene or passage. 

· Consider what it reveals about a character, theme, setting, or image from the book, what memories it may have caused you to recollect, what other stories you have read in which something similar occurred, and your own personal reaction to what is taking place in the passage. 

· Your response must fill up the entire right column of the page.

· Illustration activity: Draw a picture or create a collage that captures a memorable scene or image from the chapter. Your picture may be hand drawn, computer generated, or created from pictures cut out from magazines.

· Include a brief paragraph that explains what your illustration is describing from the novel.

· Question and Prediction Activity: Come up with a question in regards to something that has occurred in the chapter. 

· Then, do your best to answer your own question. Avoid simple questions that focus merely on recall like “What color shirt was he wearing?” Instead come up with a question that makes you think deeply about a key scene, character, theme, etc. 

· Lastly, come up with a prediction of what you think will happen in the next chapter.
· Character Journal: First select a character from the novel and imagine that he or she keeps a journal in which they record their thoughts about events occurring in the novel from time to time. 

· Then, after every 4 or 5 chapters, pretend to be that character and write a one page journal entry in which you as your selected character reflect on what has occurred and what might occur in the story.

This will be 20% of your grade at the beginning of 2006-2007 – plus – your first writing assignment(s) will be based on this reading.
