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CURRICULUM AREAS

LANGUAGE-Any activity that develops communication through words, both spoken and written. It includes, stories, flannel board, songs, fingerplays, scripting letters and stories, rhymes, chants, pre-reading activities like name recognition, conversations, etc.

SMALL MOTOR-Also known as fine motor skills.  Any activity that develops a child’s eye-hand coordination and using and coordinating the small muscles in the hands and wrists with dexterity.  They can manipulate small objects like using scissors, stringing beads, tying shoes, etc.

LARGE MOTOR- Also known as gross motor skills. Any activity that involves using the large muscles in the body, especially the arms and legs, continuously and deliberately.  Activities include running, jumping, hopping, galloping, throwing, catching, etc.

LIFE & SOCIAL SKILLS-Activities where children learn the values and behaviors accepted by society.  This includes cooking, sharing, taking turns, communicating feelings, learning about health and safety, the community, etc.

COGNITIVE – Cognitive development refers to the mind and how it works.  It involves how children think, how they see their world, and how they use what they learn.  It includes learning color, numbers, letters, problem-solving, etc.

SCIENCE- Activities where children try to see how things work, they experiment, they manipulate, they are curious, they ask questions and seek answers.  The three components are physical science, life science, earth and the environment.   Examples include magnets, the weather, animals, plants, water, recycling, etc.

MATH- The key components are number concepts, patterns and relationships, geometry  and spatial sense, measurement, data collection, organization, and representation.  Examples are lining up blocks in a color pattern, creating shapes with rubber bands, one-to-one correspondence, counting, learning colors.

MUSIC- where children engage in  listening, singing, moving to music and playing instruments.  Examples are songs with fingerplays, singing games and action songs, dancing, learning songs from different cultures, etc.
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
