The obligatory 'quiet' member of the band, Nick Kane provided those wonderfully fast, rhythmic and melodious guitar parts that colored much of The Mavericks musical landscapes during 1994-2000. With a pre-Mavericks career steeped in a heavier and more blues oriented environment, Nick came out of the fretwork with a critically acclaimed solo album, Songs In The Key Of  E.

With acknowledged influences of early folk stuff , old blues and British rock; and the equally respected peers of Jeff Beck, Rory Gallagher, Ritchie Blackmore, Albert Lee, Danny Gatton and Link Wray, Nick's solo outings and post-Mavericks work should provide the truly discerning listener with another interesting avenue down which to wander.

His association with The Mavericks ended in May 2000, as The Mavericks began another hiatus. 

He was last seen and heard performing around the traps in the USA, with a band called The Beauty’s, who among other things, performed two Beatle songs, Revolution and Dr Robert, for a John Lennon tribute show in Nashville.
