Unit Title:  All About Multiplication    Lesson Number and Title:  Lesson 1: Hopping the Number Line
Goals
The goal for this lesson is for the students to understand the concept of multiplication. All students will be able to express verbally the operation of multiplying on a number line, as well as solve problems on worksheet. 
Context
 In this lesson, the concept of multiplication will be introduced: grouping and jumping. The students will build off the previous knowledge of addition, and learn to recognize the meaning of multiplication on the number line.
Objectives

At the end of this lesson, the student will be able to figure out multiplication problems by using a number line to solve the equation. Students will solve and create puzzles using the number line, and investigate the order property of multiplication.

  Students will skip-count forward and backward by 2s, 5s, 10s and 100s.
Resources, media, and technology

- Counters for the number line (chips, markers, etc.) 

- Number Lines


- Standard multiplication chart
- Computer hooked up to projector for students to access BrainPop video
- Additional worksheets for IEP student, if needed
Procedures
1. Students will be introduced to the multiplication concept by watching the BrainPop video.

2. Students will learn how to read the multiplication chart.

3. Students will be shown how to multiply using a number line, and how it represents their understanding of counting by 2’s, 3’s, 4’s, and 5’s.

4. Students will work on an activity work sheet using the number line to solve problems.

5. Students will have the opportunity to work multiplication problems, with teacher’s assistance if needed, in front of class, showing their procedures of multiplying with a number line manipulative.

  Students will be assessed on their multiplication skills on number line handout, as well as their ability to explain the process of “hopping the number line.”
