B.) b. Then, write a paragraph describing (in general terms) a lesson you could create to meet the standard(s) and benchmark(s) you have chosen. You are drafting a proposal or outline for your lesson. You are not actually developing a lesson plan at this time, instead, you are brainstorming ideas for what your lesson will cover.

After casually glancing at a few lesson plans from a variety of different subject areas, I have decided to go with teaching Nevil Shute’s novel, ON THE BEACH.  I will have my students read this book in class and use a variety of different methods to grasp the concepts and comprehend the material.  They would read about the characters interaction and behavior when faced with certain death, all internal and external conflicts that occur with the characters and the symbolism present throughout the story.  During in class instruction, they will take notes, make a general diagram/timeline of major events occurring in the story, and engage in discussions about the literature.  When the story is finished being read, they will demonstrate their mastery of the ideas by engaging in a few activities to be determined later.

This site was developed by Maureen Howard, a professor at Yale.  It is on Utopias: Man’s View of Society Perfected.  Unfortunately, it does not deal as specifically with my particular lesson as I would have liked, it does proved me with some great ideas for activities to have the students complete.   The page itself was a quite helpful supply of information and ideas.  The whole thing could be simplified a little more, by going into detail as to what the objectives should be after reading each individual book.


The other website, developed by Megan Hodge, was a lesson plan for reading Shakespeare’s King Lear.  This was similar because it outlined reading a specific work. I would go off of this for my general format.
