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Dear Families:




The new school year has begun, and as your child will be in my first grade class, we will be working together for the next ten months. Here is a little bit about me and what you can expect during the first few weeks of school.


This is my first year as a full-time schoolteacher, but I have worked with children in an educational setting as a one-on-one tutor for ten years. I attended University of California at Los Angeles, where I earned a Bachelor of Arts degree in sociology. I then attended Cal State Northridge for its well-known credential program. I student taught in both a 6th grade and a 1st grade classroom here in Simi Valley, which gave me a wide range of experience and a real sense of the Simi Valley community.
