Dear Club President,

The time has come to spread the message of peace… 

What better way than through the youth with the…

“PEACE POSTER CONTEST”

Please assist me with this worthwhile project, and in turn I promise to help any way I can.

As Andre’ de Villiers the 1998/99 world winner from South Africa, said…

“IT GIVES THOUSANDS OF CHILDREN ALL OVER THE WORLD AN OPPORTUNITY TO STOP AND THINK ABOUT THE IMPORTANT MESSAGE LIONS CLUBS INTERNATIONAL WANTS TO CONVEY – PEACE FOR ALL’

Let us start early this year; I would like you to order one Peace Poster kit for your club. [Only one is necessary].

The cost will be approximately R80 depending on the dollar exchange rate. 

You may contact as many schools as you like in your area to join in the fun. 

The next step is to have an art exhibition with all the posters from all the schools and choose one winner from the participating schools to proceed to the next level of judging. Which will be the 410B exhibition, held in November. [The deadline for the poster will be 10th November 2003].

Attached please find the basic steps to start the contest rolling at your club level.

Let me know if I can order your kit. I will make sure you receive it on arrival.  

You may contact me via e-mail, cell, SMS or phone, to secure your order. I will reply with confirmation of your order.

To avoid extra charges I must order in quantities of 15, so please let me know as soon as possible.

I have included guidelines to assist you.

1. Select a convenor for the Peace Poster for 2003/4 in your club from February 2003.

It always helps if you have someone in the teaching profession. 

2. Decide on the schools you will be approaching for the contest, and how many posters from each school. Enough to have a nice club exhibition.

3. Armed with the theme, entry requirements etc meet with the headmaster or the art teacher and explain the benefits of the contest and the rewards if the winning poster is from that particular school.

4. Let the school know that it does not cost anything.

5. Explain all the rules to the teacher and inform her/him of the deadline so she/he can work the competition into his/her schedule. [This is important as they have sports, school trips, exams, holidays etc.] 

6. I have attached the entry requirements for you to copy and hand out to the schools.

7. Please make sure the teacher has all the specifications, as it would be disastrous for a child to be disqualified because of incorrect paper size etc. 

8. Each poster is judged on originality, artistic merit and expression of the theme. The theme being “Create a Brighter tomorrow”.

9. The age group is important, 11, 12 or 13 years of age, on or before 15 November 2003. 

10. The students select a medium as outlined in the contest rules to paint or draw their interpretation of the contest’s theme, it must be the work of the student.

11. Important information for the teacher regarding the judging:

· Poster must have an international theme, cannot have only one country’s flag.

· No single country portrayed.

· No single group, nationality, race or creed, it must have an international feeling.

· No crosses etc

· Must have a neutral theme of peace.

· No writing or names on the front of the poster, must be the correct size and thickness, no cardboard [Must be flexible enough to be rolled up for shipping in a 6 centimetre diameter tube]. 

12. Each school makes their selection, say three or five of the best posters depending on how many schools you are involving and how many posters you would like to display at your club exhibition.  Why not be present at their judging.  The poster or posters are submitted to your club for your exhibition. One could even exhibit at the local shopping mall or library. 

13. Only one winner per kit proceeds to the next level of the contest. Which will be the 410B Exhibition.

14. On visiting the schools one has an ideal opportunity to introduce the “Lions Life Skills programme” whilst there. Contact DC Rose Goddard [083 654 0802] for more information. 

I will be in contact soon with more information regarding the prizes and any additional relevant information.

I would appreciate it if you could let me know how many schools you are involving and how you are progressing for my report to cabinet.

Theme:  “CREATE A BRIGHTER TOMORROW”

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS:

· Open to all pupils who are 11, 12, or 13 years old on 15 November 2003.

· The size is to be no smaller than 36 cm x 50 cm and no larger than 50 cm x    60 cm.

· No words, in any language, may be used on the poster.

· Pencils, crayons, pens marker, paints or chalk may be used. [Chalk entries should be sprayed to prevent smearing].

· No three dimensional entries. Nothing may be glued, taped, stapled or attached to the poster in any way. Entries cannot be laminated.

· No photographs may be used.

· Each student may submit only one entry, each entry must be the original work of only one student.

· By entering the contest, participants agree to allow their names, photos and copies of their work to be used for publicity purposes.

· A grand prizewinner is ineligible to receive subsequent prizes in future Peace Posters Contests sponsored by Lions Club International.

· The grand prize-winning entry and posters earning merit awards may be reprinted at a later date.

· Lions Clubs International is not responsible for entries damaged, destroyed or lost during the judging process.

· Participants accept all responsibility for late, lost or misdirected mail. Entries sent with insufficient postage will be disqualified.

· Entries not meeting requirements listed will be disqualified.

· Their sponsoring club will notify the grand prizewinner as well as the merit award winner’s results by 1 February 2004.

· The contest may be cancelled at any time with appropriate notice.

· The contest is void where prohibited, taxed or restricted by law.

· By entering, participants agree to be bound by these rules and the decisions of the judges.

JUDGING:

Each participating school or youth group should work with his or her sponsoring Lions club to determine how the judging will be held.  The principal of the school or youth group leader, Lions club representative or another appropriate individual may select the winning poster, or a panel of judges may make the selection.

Entries should be judged as a group, regardless of grade or age.  There can be only one winner from your club. Your exhibition may consist of more than one poster from each school, it depends on how many posters you would like for your exhibition. Only one poster goes on to the District Governor for the district exhibition. The final date for that poster is 10 November 2003. 

It is important that the entry selected meets all the requirements listed above.

The winning poster may face four more levels of judging: district and multiple district competition, plus the international semi-final and final rounds.
