· Make flashcards

· Repeat aloud

· Don’t be afraid to make mistakes

· Speak to others in new language
· Watch new language on TV or cable

· Praise yourself

· Listen to lab tapes

· Don’t wait for the teacher to evaluate your progress

· Go to a restaurant and order in new language
· Eaves drop on people speaking in new language
· Don’t make excuses

· Name objects in new language
· Relax before going to class or before studying

· Don’t worry about your age or your abilities

· Talk to yourself in new language
· Try not to translate in your head

· Practice with friends

· Form a study group with classmates

· Review class notes

· Reward your successes

· Guess when in doubt

· Re-write class notes

· Record new vocabulary and grammar in a notebook

· Mark review cards grouping verbs, nouns, etc.
· Don’t pretend to understand when you really don’t

· Paraphrase (say in another way) when necessary

· Listen to new language on the radio

· Watch new language videos 
· Stay alert; Don’t zone out in class

· Hang in there; be persistent

· Read ahead

· Use mime and gesture

· Write down words you don’t know

· Keep a language diary

· Keep your expectations reasonable
