School Pattern of Study 7-10

This year (2005) students will follow a different pattern of study. There will be three tiers; Extension, Core and Learning Assistance with the majority in the Core Tier.
There will be a 2 week cycle, and, while still retaining the 50 minute periods and 6 period day , there will be 3 periods on Wednesday followed by sport. The breakdown of the 54 periods over the two weeks for each year is as follows:
Year 7
· 8 Periods of English, mathematic and Science

· 6 Periods of HSIE (Geography one semester, History the other )

· 6 Periods of Language

· 6 periods of TAS (Industrial Arts one semester, Home Economics the other)

· 6 Periods of CAPA (Music one semester, Visual Arts the other)

· 6 periods of PD/H/PE

2 classes are tied together for this pattern to occur in TAS and CAPA are there are seven classes. One class will do 3 periods of each subject for the whole year.

Year 8

· 8 Periods of English, mathematic and Science

· 6 Periods of HSIE (Geography one semester, History the other )

· 6 Periods of Computer Science or Visual Arts (semester about)

· 6 periods of TAS (Industrial Arts one semester, Home Economics the other)

· 6 periods of PD/H/PE or Music( semester about)

· 6 periods of an elective

Electives include Industrial Arts, Home Science, PD/H/PE, Science, French or Drama. Students do one of these in semester one and another in semester two.
Year 9

· 8 Periods of English, mathematic and Science

· 6 Periods of HSIE (Geography one semester, History the other )

· 6 Periods of elective one

· 6 periods of elective two

· 6 Periods of  elective three

· 6 periods of PD/H/PE

Students will study an elective for two years towards the School Certificate. Students doing extensions courses in English, mathematics or Science will do one in semester one and another in semester two. These can contribute to stronger grades in the S.C.
Year 10
· 8 Periods of English, mathematic and Science

· 4 periods of Geography 

· 4 periods of  History 

· 6 Periods of elective one

· 6 periods of elective two

· 6 Periods of  elective three

· 4 periods of PD/H/PE

Students would have been advised to do one elective for at least 200 hours under the previous system. To be eligible for the award of a School certificate a student must satisfy the requirement of English, Mathematics, Science, Geography, History, PH/H/PE and a minimum of two electives.
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
