please: root, free
-ant: bound derivational suffix; e.g., 'irritant', 'pollutant'
-ry: bound derivational suffix; e.g., 'dentistry', 'peasantry', 'ribaldry'
-s: bound inflectional suffix, regular plural; e.g., 'walls', 'things'

child: free root
-ren: bound inflectional suffix; irregular plural; used only in this word

3: pre-view-ing
pre-: bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'prefix', 'predetermine', 'prejudge'
view: free root
-ing: bound inflectional suffix; present participle of verb; e.g., 'thinking', 'discussing'
6. her two ex-husbands
3: ex-husband-s
ex-: bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'ex-wife', 'ex-president'
husband: free root
-s: bound inflectional suffix, regular plural; e.g., 'walls', 'things'
7. Which scenarios is unlikelier?
3: un-likely-er
un-: bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'unkind', 'unhappily'
likely: free root meaning 'probable'**
-er: bound inflectional suffix; comparative of adjective; e.g., 'simpler', 'tastier'
8. He unmasks me every time!
4: un-mask-s
bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'untie', 'unlock', 'undo'
mask: free root
-s: bound inflectional suffix; present tense of verb; cf. 'eats', 'thinks'
9. the safest location
2: safe-est
safe: free root
-est: bound inflectional suffix; superlative of adjective; cf. 'likeliest', 'easiest'
10. the inspector's parking place
4: in-spect-or-'s
in-: bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'incise', 'incline', 'influence'
spect-: bound root, cf. 'spectator', 'circumspect'
-or: bound derivational suffix; e.g., 'advisor', 'counsellor', 'actor'
-'s: bound inflectional suffix; possessive of noun, cf. 'doctor's', 'person's'
11. They are all reactionaries.
5: re-act-ion-ary-s
re-: bound derivational prefix; e.g., 'rebound', 'respond', 'retort'
act: free root
-ion: bound derivational suffix; e.g., 'division', 'inflation', 'coercion'
-s: -s: bound inflectional suffix, regular plural; e.g., 'walls', 'things'
12. The play delighted us.
2: delight-ed
delight: free root
-ed: -s: bound inflectional suffix, regular past tense suffix; e.g., 'puzzled', 'treated'

(Note: Neither 'de-' nor 'light' carries in this word the meanings they have elsewhere; 'delight' doesn't mean 'take light away from'.)
