Mrs. Lyons Daily Lesson Plans
1st/2nd Grade:  Thursday, September 8, 2005
8:10 – 8:35 – Students arrive.  Have bell work on desks for students to complete as they arrive – something simple that can be done independently (color by number, alphabet tracing, etc.)
8:35 – 8:55 – Morning Meeting – 
1.) Use the silent signal.  Review procedures for silent signal or praise students for doing it correctly.

2.) Ask students to meet on the carpet.  Review expectations for meeting on the carpet if necessary.  Repeat procedure if necessary.
3.) Introduce students to the attendance and lunch count procedure.  Review how to enter the classroom when they arrive in the morning and now how to turn their attendance card and lunch card.  Model this incorrectly (walking in loudly, shouting hello to a friend, etc.) and then correctly.  Choose a small group of students to practice this.  
4.) Begin Morning Message (only if time allows – time will probably be short and we will start this tomorrow):  Begin morning message today.  Chart paper should read:  Today is Thursday, September 8, 2005.  We have been in school for ___ days.  Pull a popsicle stick from can to choose morning leader (this will be an automatic job once jobs are taught).  Morning leader will finish the morning message by filling in the blanks and adding one sentence – classmates will assist
5.) Quickly review today’s schedule of listed events/activities.

9:00 – 9:35 – Shared Reading/My Promise Poem
My Promise poem--students read and receive pencil 
Each day I’ll do my best,
And I won’t do any less.
My work will always please me,
And I won’t accept a mess.
I’ll color very carefully,
My writing will be neat.
And I simply won’t be happy
‘Til my papers are complete.
I’ll always do my homework,
And I’ll try on every test.
And I won’t forget my promise--
To do my very best! 

Read poem with students on the carpet.  Talk about what this poem means.  Send students with a copy of the poem that they are to cut out and past onto a larger piece of construction paper.  Have students color/illustrate the papers/poem.  Collect and return to the carpet to share illustrations.  Later:  Put inside each child’s Back to School folder.
9:35 – 9:45 – Meet on carpet.  
1.) Bathroom procedures – Explain to students that they can use the bathroom symbol if they need to go.  Students may not show me the symbol if we are on the carpet or if I am giving a lesson.  They must wait.

2.) Review recess procedures as well as walking in line/hallway expectations.  Tell students that if we can do it properly, we will have time to play on the playground today.  If we need to continue practicing, then we will not have enough time.
10:00 – Recess Break Ends

10:10 – 10:20:  Review any procedures that need reviewing.

10:20 – 11:00 –  Writing Assessment:  My Kindergarten
Objective:  Students will use illustrations and/or written words to share information about their class from last year (Kindergarten).

1.) Inform students how much I loved Kindergarten as a child.  Tell them that I would love to share the fun things I did in Kindergarten.

2.) Model how to phonetically (and non-phonetically for age-approp. high freq. words) write about my experience.  Model how to illustrate also.

3.) Give students the paper and ask them to return to their seats to write about Kindergarten.
Remind students what to do if they finish early – use items in their desks.
11:00 – 11:30:  Math:  Baseball Sequencing Paper:

	Objective:  Students will cut out numbered baseballs and paste them in the proper sequence onto a strip of construction paper.


11:30 – 11:45  – Lunch Procedures – Review all procedures from yesterday.
1.) Cafeteria Rules, procedures, playground time, where to line up after lunch

2.) Answer any questions,

3.) Review of rules/procedures regarding walking in a line, etc.

12:30:  Return to Class/Practice walking in a line if students are no longer successful.

12:40 – 12:50:  Review any procedures that need to be discussed (review classroom water fountain rules if time allows).  Read This is My School book again.
12:50 – 1:45 Getting To Know You Activity

	How Many Unifix Cubes Make Up My Name?

Objective (Part 1/with teacher):  Students will count the letters in their name and link together that amount of unifix cubes.

1.) Teacher will model how to say her name and count the letters that make up her name:  M-R-S-L-Y-O-N-S.  Seven letters.
2.) Teacher will take out seven unifix cubes and link them together.  Students will complete the task on the carpet with teacher.

Objective (Part 2/Independent):  Students will write the letters in their name on a rectangular paper that has horizontal squares and compare the amount of squares to the amount of unifix cubes they counted out in part 1.   

      1.) (While still on the carpet) Teacher will model how to write her name onto the horizontal square grid. Teacher will compare her squares to her unifix cube link.  Students will work at the tables to complete the task.                            

Conclusion:

Teacher and students will paste student grids under the appropriate category (student names with four cubes, student names with five cubes, etc.) on a chart titled How Many Unifix Cubes Make Up My Name?  Teacher and students will analyze how many students have the specific numbers of letters in their names.


1:45 – 2:15 – “This is My School” Book
Students will get their own This is My School book.  They will illustrate the pages and practice reading the book on their own.
2:15 – 2:40:  Dismissal Procedures:

Introduce the go-home folders.  Explain what they are to be used for.  Pass out any papers that are going home today.  Ask students to put the papers on the appropriate side.  Meet on the carpet.  Review procedures or problems from yesterday’s go-home experience. 
Read-Aloud:  If I Owned a Candy Factory:  Explain that the end of the day is spent reading a book.  Once the book has been read, excuse students one by one to grab their things and line up.  Explain the importance of standing in line quietly while students wait for their classmates.  Explain how quickly we can do this if we work together and that all students who are quiet will receive a sticker as they do walk through the door.  (send students back to carpet if they are not able to stand in line quietly)
