Mrs. Lyons Daily Lesson Plans
1st/2nd Grade:  Friday, September 9, 2005

8:10 – 8:35 – Students arrive.  Have bell work on desks for students to complete as they arrive – something simple that can be done independently (color by number, alphabet tracing, etc.)
8:35 – 8:55 – Morning Meeting – 
1.) Use the silent signal.  Review procedures for silent signal or praise students for doing it correctly.

2.) Ask students to meet on the carpet.  Review expectations for meeting on the carpet if necessary.  Repeat procedure if necessary.  Review procedures for how we come in each morning (quietly and peacefully).
3.) New Procedure:  Sharpening Pencils
4.) Begin Morning Message (only if time allows – time will probably be short and we will start this tomorrow):  Begin morning message today.  Chart paper should read:  Today is Friday, September 9, 2005.  We have been in school for ___ days.  Pull a popsicle stick from can to choose morning leader (this will be an automatic job once jobs are taught).  Morning leader will finish the morning message by filling in the blanks and adding one sentence – classmates will assist.
5.) Begin Today is, Tomorrow will be, etc., if time allows.
6.) Quickly review today’s schedule of listed events/activities.

9:00 – 9:35 – Job Chart Name Slip

Explain to students that they will have various jobs that we need to be done to take care of our classroom each day.  To help us choose our jobs, we will need to have a slip of paper with our name on it.  Show students how to write their name at the very end of the rectangular paper.  Model where NOT to write our names.  Students may decorate the papers but their name should be visible and not colored on.  Possible Idea:  Give students a rectangular piece of paper that has a line drawn on it.  Students will know where to write their name and where they can draw/decorate.  Example below (name goes at the very top):  
	

	


Remind students of what to do if they finish early – items in their desks.
9:40 – 9:45 – Meet on carpet.  
1.) Review recess procedures as well as walking in line/hallway expectations.  Tell students that if we can do it properly, we will have time to play on the playground today.  If we need to continue practicing, then we will not have enough time.
10:00 – Recess Break Ends

10:10 – 11:00  - Birthday Graph   

	1. Use a piece chart paper (turned horizontally) that has the months of the year written along the bottom (horizontally). 

2. Reread/review:  If I Owned a Candy Factory by James Stevenson

3. Discuss with students what they would wish for on their next birthday.  Give them a square piece of paper to illustrate their wish and to write their birthday.

4. Send students to their seats to complete the square (make sure birthdates are available for students in case they do not know theirs).

5. Once finished, meet back on the carpet.  Ask for any January birthdays.  Post those onto the appropriate column.  When everyone’s square is posted, discuss any squares that might be out of order.  For example:  Johnny’s birthday is on March 8 and Sally’s is on March 1.  Sally’s must come before Johnny’s.  Rearrange as necessary.


EXTRA TIME:  11:05 – 11:35 – Rules and Procedures:

1.)  Pencil Sharpening Procedures (if we didn’t get to it earlier) – Students may turn their pencils into the “Needs To Be Sharpened” and get a new one from the “Sharpened Pencils” cup.  Review class water fountain procedures as well.
2.) Finish This is My School book from yesterday.

3.) Write the entire alphabet from A-Z.

4.) Guessing Game (teacher thinks of an object in her head and students ask questions to gain clues as to what it is).

11:35 – 11:45  – Lunch Procedures – Review any necessary procedures.
12:30:  Return to Class/Practice walking in a line if students are no longer successful.

12:50 – 1:40 - Math Journals

	Objective:  Students will listen to the teacher tell a math story.  They will illustrate the story 
**Teacher will read:  Mary Wore her Red Dress.  After the reading, teacher will ask students to get out their math journals  "Jan wore a blue dress.  She had three squares on the top and two on the bottom of her dress.  How many squares were on her dress in all?”  Continue with these word problems and challenge students to write the answers and the number sentence if possible.  Write this on the board as well.

1:40 – 2:30:  MAKE OUR FIRST CLASS BOOK:  After rereading Mary Wore a Red Dress, teacher will write down clothing words on the board with a simple picture next to it.  Students will fill out a page that says “ ____________ (their name) wore a __________ (color word) _____________(clothing word) on the 3rd day of school.  **Draw a little circle next to the line where they will write their name, a heart next to the color word line and a triangle next to the clothes word line.  We will all do this page together and I will use the described symbols to help them to stay on track.  I will then staple on a pre-made cover and we will read our first class book together on the carpet.
2:15 – 2:40:  Dismissal Procedures:
Read-Aloud:  Explain that the end of the day is spent reading (Shared Reading/Guess Who Board – Read this today – will finish questionnaire next week).

Once the book has been read, excuse students one by one to grab their things and line up.  Explain the importance of standing in line quietly while students wait for their classmates.  Explain how quickly we can do this if we work together and that all students who are quiet will receive a sticker as they do walk through the door.  (send students back to carpet if they are not able to stand in line quietly).
NEXT WEEK:

Things We See/Would Never See in a Great Classroom   

	1.) Discuss possible ideas of what first/second grade will be like.

2.) Make a chart regarding what a fantastic classroom would look like.  **Students will list behaviors they think would help make our classroom a very special place as well as behaviors that would make our classroom a very unsafe/unhealthy/not-very-special place.  

3.) Use the above chart to list a few very important rules (rules should focus on specific behaviors such as Always Be Safe, Always Walk or Sit Nicely, Always Speak Respectfully, Always Try Our Hardest, Always Be a Challenger Champion).  

**Students can illustrate a picture about what a great classroom would look like if time allows.
