Mrs. Lyons Daily Lesson Plans
1st/2nd Grade

8:10 – 8:35 – Students arrive.  Have student “name sheets” on tables (rectangle sheet of paper that has their name traced in block letters).  Instruct students to look for their name and sit at that seat.  Students will spend next 15 minutes or so coloring their name sheet.  Take attendance and make note of how students will be getting home at the end of the day.

8:35 – 8:55 – Morning Meeting – 
1.) Use the silent signal.  Once children are looking, very directly explain that this is the silent signal and they should freeze and look at the teacher.  Practice throughout day.

2.) Ask students to meet on the carpet.  Discuss how this will be where we will meet for discussions, read-alouds, etc.  Explain to them the expectation for coming to the carpet (walk quietly, no running, sliding on the carpet, etc.).  Explain that I will clap twice at which time they will go retrieve their name sheets from their desk and meet back on the carpet.  Practice again if necessary.  Explain importance.
3.) Introductions:  Students will hold up their name sheets one at a time and tell us their name.  Later:  staple name sheets onto bulletin board so students begin to take ownership and have a reference for spelling, etc.
4.) Quickly review today’s schedule of listed events/activities.

9:00 – 9:20 – First Field Trip:  

	Teacher and students will tour the classroom and determine where important areas/supplies are such as:  the bathroom, the sink, pencils, library, paper, etc.  Teacher and students will meet back on the carpet.  Answer questions.

Show students items in their desk that they can work with if they finish something early.


Time Filler Activity:  Shared Reading with My Family Poem

Objective:  Students will listen to the teacher read the My Family Poem and then practice rereading it with her.  Point out high frequency words that they would have learned last year.
9:20 – 9:45 – Meet on carpet.  
1.) Explain walking in line expectations.

2.) Explain the importance of walking quietly and without disrupting (other classrooms are working and learning).  Model.  Use student volunteers.  Practice with entire class as many times as necessary.  Walk outside and stand on race lines near the playground.  

3.) Allow students to take a quick break on play equipment (make sure students know what to do and where to line up when the whistle blows).
10:00 – Recess Break Ends
10:10 – 10:20 – Review procedures regarding recess/coming back in, etc.
10:20 – 11:00 – Read:  The Kissing Hand and complete the following activity:   
	Teacher will show students a piece of construction paper that has been folded in half (half the size of an 8 ½ x 11).  On the front will be a picture of Chester (it has already been pasted on for children).  Below it is a strip of paper that reads “We read the Kissing Hand by Audrey Penn (again, already pasted on for the children).  Students will be instructed to color the front of the card (Chester) and paste on a die-cut handprint (or their own painted handprint) and poem on the inside of the card.  Meet back at the carpet with students and their cards.  Pass out a red heart sticker to each child.  They will need to stick the sticker onto the middle of the hand.  

This special heart I give to you

11:00 – 11:30 – Math Assessment:

	Objective:  Students will complete the math quantities paper.  When finished students will write their numbers as high as they can go.

**Teacher will model before students leave for their desks.  Model how to count the quantities and write the amount.  Then explain that they will need to write their numbers as high as they can go.  Model this part as well only writing to the number 10.  Challenge students by asking if there are any students who could write higher than 10 (many will shout out that they can).  Ask them to show you by writing as high as they can go.  This will be a clear indication of who has number knowledge or not.




11:30 – 11:45  – Lunch Procedures

1.) Cafeteria Rules, procedures, playground time, where to line up after lunch

2.) Answer any questions,

3.) Review of rules/procedures regarding walking in a line, etc.

12:30:  Return to Class/Practice walking in a line if students are no longer successful.

12:40 - Read-Aloud:  This is My School Class Book

12:50 – 1:40 Writing Assessment:  My Family

Objective:  Students will use illustrations and/or written words to share information about their family.

Note:  I use a “My Family” writing prompt paper to illustrate my own family with great detail.  I then enlarge the paper using a poster maker.  Once enlarged, I tape it to my chart paper stand.  During this lesson, I go over the details with my students and then I model writing a few sentences to match my picture.  I also do this for tomorrow’s writing prompt (What I Did in Kindergarten).

1.) Reread poem (or read for the first time)

2.) Inform students how important my family is to me and how I would love to tell them about my family.
3.) Model how to phonetically (and non-phonetically for age-approp. high freq. words) write about my family.  Model how to illustrate also.

4.) Give students the paper and ask them to return to their seats to write about their family.
1:45 – 2:15 – Transportation Graph:

Objective:  Students will select and color a square with a picture on it that represents how they will get home from school.

Students will choose one of three squares (square will have a picture of a bus, a car, or a child walking).  Children will sit at seat and color.  Meet back at carpet and paste onto horizontal chart paper to be displayed first week of school.  Discuss the importance of knowing how we get home.  Variation:  Have students color two – one goes on necklace around neck so that teacher knows how that students is getting home and other goes onto the graph for reference tomorrow.
2:20 – 2:40:  Dismissal Procedures:

Use prior activity to lead into the procedures for dismissal.

1.) Review how we will get home

2.) Review walking quietly in the halls. 

3.) Stay together at all times until you are released to another adult

4.) Remain calm and patient (I will help you but you might have to wait just a bit if I am helping someone else).

5.) Do not leave with your grown-up until I have motioned to you.

6.) Model any potential problems that may arise and demonstrate how to work through them (I see my mom, I see my mom, I see my mom!!!!!!)

2:40:  Dismiss students and help them to get to their designated places – go back to class and collapse!
