Classroom Rules and Procedures

Rules:

1.  Be prepared.  Bring required materials to class.


A.  Your bathroom needs have been taken care of before coming to class.


B.  You bring your textbook(s), writing utensil, and paper to class.

2.  Be respectful to self and others.

3.  Remain in your seat.

4.  Stay awake.  Be attentive and follow directions.

5.  Disruptive behavior is prohibited.

Procedures:

· The first thing that students are to do everyday is to take their seat BEFORE THE BELL RINGS and begin to copy down the journal on the board.  If the teacher has to warn you to be silent and work on your assignment during these opening minutes, points will be subtracted from your daily grade.

· Raise your hand to talk or to obtain permission to leave your seat.

· Pencils can be sharpened ONLY when the teacher or a fellow student is not conducting or contributing to a classroom discussion.

· Ask for materials BEFORE an assignment is begun in class.

· A student may not get out of his/her seat and walk across the room to borrow supplies.  Ask a neighbor to loan you something that you have forgotten and let us all remember to “be good neighbors” to one another.

· Bathroom passes will only be given when the teacher or a fellow student is not conducting or contributing to a classroom discussion.  EACH STUDENT WILL RECEIVE ONE BATHROOM PASS PER NINE WEEKS.  You may not save your bathroom pass from one nine weeks to use it the next.  Therefore, unused bathroom passes will be converted to fifteen bonus points at the end of each grading period.  NO EXCEPTIONS!!!!!  If a medical condition exists, a note MUST be brought.

· DO NOT LEAVE YOUR BOOKS IN THIS CLASSROOM!  THIS IS NOT YOUR LOCKER!!!!!!!!!   Any student who leaves a book behind in this classroom will lose fifty points PER DAY.

· A student must ask about makeup work immediately upon return to class, but not during class.

· All district policies will be in effect in this classroom.  (For example, no purses, book bags, backpacks, hats, etc.)

· Talking during announcements will result in two days of detention PER OFFENSE! 

· The teacher, not the bell, will dismiss students.  (For every minute that students close their books and prepare to leave before the bell rings, he or she will be held after the bell one additional minute.)  Work stops in the class only when the bell rings and the students are dismissed only when the teacher gives the cue.

 LATE WORK POLICY:

There will not be any late work in this class.  An assignment is due on its due date without exception.  It is time for you to learn responsibility.  If a student is absent on the day that an assignment is due, he or she will be expected to turn in that assignment first thing when they return to class.
