10th grade Creative Assignment #2 for Julius Caesar, Act 3, Scene 2 (p. 820-830)r:

The characters talk of their hands as they deal with the aftermath of Caesar’s murder.  Antony describes the conspirator’s bloody hands, Brutus compares their hands to their hearts, and Antony offers to shake each man’s hand.

Create a visual representation of the symbolism of hands in the scene. (The symbolism is EITHER man’s ability to create horrendous crimes with his hands OR man’s ability to have social relationships with others.) You may use crayons, pencils, pens, etc.  Artistic ability will NOT be graded.
