The Odyssey

Portfolio Requirements

While we read the epic poem The Odyssey, you will be responsible for completing the following:

1. Section sheets (30 points total): These are in your folder. You will be given a chance to work on these after we read each section of the poem. On these sheets you will do the following:

A. Create two comments about what we have read. Tell what you thought about it. Saying you hated it is not enough. You MUST fully explain why you hated it for it to be a valid comment. EX.=> This section was awesome because the monster George crushed the people and then threw them into the ocean. That was suspenseful to read. (4 points)

B. Create two quiz-style questions. These questions may be short answer, multiple choice, true/false, or discussion. However, the questions must be up to my standards. No Mickey Mouse questions. We will use QARs for this. Each section must have one “In the Book” question and one “In my Head” question. (4 points)

C. You will locate three examples of different literary terms being used in the section. You may only use one type per section. For example, you may not use three similes as your three examples. You may use a simile, a metaphor, and personification. You must identify the type of literary term, write down the example exactly as it is in the text, and supply the page number. EX. => simile: The man looked like a horse with big teeth. Pg. 43 (6 points)

D. You will locate three words that are unfamiliar to you. You will look them up in the dictionary and give the part of speech and definition. (6 points) 

E. Lastly, you will provide a short summary of the events of the section. This must be written in complete sentences. (10 points)

2. Review Questions: You will have review questions in your folder. You will be responsible for answering them and putting them back into your folder. These questions are due the day after we finish each section. (40 points total)

3. Illustration: For each section, you create an illustration of an important event in the section. The illustration must be hand-drawn and colored. Neatness is important. If you are not a superb artist, you may use stick figures. Do the best you can. (30 points total)

Each section counts as a quiz grade. All the points earned will be added up after each section. I will grade each section periodically throughout the reading of the poem. 

After we finish reading the poem, the entire portfolio will count as a test grade. 

Make sure you keep up with the portfolio as we read. I will give you due dates for each section as we read.
