Visions and Voyages

What are some visions or voyages that you want to see for your future?  Write an essay describing your dreams for the future, including places you want to go to help make these dreams come true.  Voyages could mean actual travel, or they could mean staying where you are, yet continuing education or training.

Your essay should be at least five paragraphs.  It should reflect all stages of the writing process (brainstorming list, graphic organizer, rough draft, final copy).  Grades will be issued on content, organization, and final draft form (grammar, spelling, punctuation, etc.)

Brainstorming list and graphic organizer is due Tuesday, January 24.

Rough draft is due on Monday, February 4. 
Final draft is due on Friday either during class or by email no later than midnight.  

Final draft reminders:

· Type final copy of essay.
· Use 12 pt. Times New Roman font.
· Paper should be double-spaced.
· Create one inch margins on all sides.
· Create a title for paper.  Do not use Visions and Voyages for your title! Create a title that reflects the broad content of your paper. Do not underline your title.

· Do NOT skip lines between paragraphs.
· Use proper heading (name, class, date).  The heading should go in the upper left-hand corner of your paper.

· SPELL CHECK YOUR WORK!!!!!!  

· Do not use abbreviations.
· Do not use contractions.
· Be careful about capitalization errors.
· Make sure each sentence is a complete sentence.  Every sentence fragment and run-on sentence will result in a 5 pt. deduction.

· Vary your sentences.  Do NOT start every sentence with “I.”  

· Give plenty of supporting details and elaboration for each paragraph.

· Make sure to include smooth transitions between paragraphs.
· Do NOT use the word “you” in the paper.  You should not talk directly to the reader in formal writing.

· Your tone in this paper should be serious.  Do NOT fantasize; keep your goals realistic and attainable.
