Objectives:  Learn research techniques, focusing on organization of thought and management of a large product. Produce a research document that incorporates multigenre elements and correct bibliographic notation. Reading 1.1, 1.2, 2.1; Writing 1.1, 1.4, 1.6, 1.9(revision); Write/App 2.3, 1.3; L&S 1.1; ALSO, more specifically: Reading 2.2, 2.3, 2.4, 2.5, 2.6, 2.7, 2.8 (choice of sources); Writing 1.2, 1.3, 1.5, 1.7, 1.8 (dependent on multigenre application); Write/App 2.5, 2.6 (both dependent on multigenre application); W&O 1.2,1.4, 1.5. 

Timeline: December 2004 through January 2005.

Length of final product: 5-15 pages (discrete); bibliography; draft work & personal assessment

I. Choose a topic. 

TOPICS: Get Mrs. Potts’ approval. Your research paper should answer a question you have. It should be something you don’t know yet, but are interested in discovering. For example, choose a career you’ve heard about. Or compare products. Or learn a new skill! 

II. Get information on your topic.  As you research, log your hours and efforts into your research log. Note your source information on your bibliography sheet. We will have some time in the library, but the rest of the time is on your own.
